COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN welcomed everybody to our first daytime Council meeting which will be a benefit to the people.    Duncan hoped all had a good holiday this past weekend.

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO thanked everyone for coming out this morning.   Maschio hoped all had a good holiday.    Maschio also congratulated Vicki Skill on her promotion to Police Lieutenant.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO also congratulated Vicki Skill noting this promotion is well deserved.    Tolomeo also thanked everyone for coming out this morning.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER also sent congratulations to Vicki Skill and thanked all for attending this first morning meeting.

MAYOR HENFEY also congratulated new Police Lieutenant Vicki Skill and thanked all for coming today.     Henfey announced a benefit on January 28th at the Elks Lodge for Love of Linda.    Henfey hopes all can make this worthwhile benefit.      Henfey also stated if anyone has anything to add to the city events calendar to please contact Joe Quattrone or Bud Tarbotton.

PUBLIC:

EVERETT McCORKELL of 410 E. 13th Avenue suggested City Council have a meeting on Saturday morning or Friday night in July or August.

JIM KOCH of 1301 Surf Avenue asked about the Ordinance introduced this morning vacating property.    Koch asked if this owner will need a new survey with Council responding only in the event he sells, refinances, etc.    Rosenello noted this one owner owns both parcels involved and our City Assessor will be assessing this property for the vacated property.       Koch asked about the resolution for Seaport Pier and asked what will this pier be used for.      City Administrator Townsend explained the proposal intends to be an indoor water park with other amenities included on the pier.   Townsend stated the specifics will be carved out later.     Koch then asked about the Small Cities Program with Townsend explaining North Wildwood is the lead agency and our City makes the actual application and maintains all the records.    All cities involved adopt resolutions approving this program and all money is kept separate for each municipality involved.     Rosenello noted that Triad Associates applies for the grants and acts as a general contractor on these properties.
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GARY LAMACH of 2nd Avenue asked for the status on North Wildwood pulling out of JCOW.   Townsend stated that the four towns are currently meeting to look into a possible shared service between the towns.   Townsend stated JCOW will be done in March of 2007 as we know it now.     Lamach feels this will place an additional burden on our City and he is not in favor of changes to JCOW.
