COMMITTEES:   none

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN McCULLION spoke of last Sunday participating in a service at Crest Haven to honor Gertrude Ilg’s 103rd birthday.     McCullion stated he attended a seminar last week for the Joint Insurance Fund.    McCullion reported they have saved us a lot of money and the City is in good shape with this self insurance.
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COUNCILMAN KOEHLER thanked all Department Heads, Administrator Townsend and CFO Versaggi for all their help and leadership with the 2007 budget.     The budget is approximately 95% complete and will be introduced at the next Council meeting on February 20th.

MAYOR HENFEY thanked the Chief of Police Robert Matteucci, Public Works Supervisor Harry Wozunk, Fire Department and Beach Patrol for their help with a recent incident at Montego Bay at 18th and Ocean Avenues.    Henfey stated all departments acted in a professional way and all are a credit to North Wildwood.      Henfey also thanked all Department Heads and Council Members for their help this year with the budget.     Henfey stated he is happy to announce a “0” tax increase for 2007 noting this was done through working with Department Heads and Council cutting budgets when needed.     Henfey noted everyone pulled together to make this happen.     Henfey reported on a joint service that is being worked on for Wildwood, West Wildwood, Wildwood Crest and North Wildwood and thinks it will be done soon.     Henfey spoke about the upcoming St. Patrick’s Day Parade with the ceremony beginning at 12:00 noon in front of City Hall.     Sister Albertine will be the Grand Marshall this year noting that she is a wonderful person.     This will be a great parade ending at the entertainment district at the north end.    Mayor Henfey stated he has been invited to be on the 94.3 FM Radio Station this Saturday from 9:00 AM to 11:00 AM from Beezer Homes site.    

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN congratulated David DeWeese on their win over St. Augustine recently.    

PUBLIC:

EVERETT McCORKELL of 410 East 13th Avenue feels a Council meeting should be held on a Saturday morning in July or August for summer residents to attend.    McCorkel also asked about the refund to owners regarding money paid for tax appeals last year.     Rosenello reported this legislature was recently passed by the Senate and now goes to the Assembly for vote.

JIM KOCH of 1301 Surf Avenue asked what Cops in Shops means with Chief Matteucci explaining it is a State Grant Program where officers are in liquor stores checking ID to customers.    The State grant covers all costs for this program.      Koch asked about #5 resolution about the Master Plan Reexamination.     Solicitor Kaufmann explained this will be a formal reexamination of the City Master Plan.      This reexamination is required every six years but it can be done more frequently if needed and the Planning Board will look at all aspects of our Master Plan.      Koch would still like to see rumble strips on West Spruce Avenue.   Koch asked if it is possible to place yellow flashing bulbs on speed signs in that area with it noted to Koch this is a State highway regulated by the State.     Koch questioned the sales tax for Convention Center and does not think this should just go on and on.     By this time Koch feels the Convention Center should be self sustaining as enough events are going on there.     Koch would like to see this tax come to an end.      Koch asked about the 22nd Avenue Pier and asked if this pier will be rented to an individual or be sold to an individual.    Mayor Henfey explained that this is under a redevelopment agreement and are presently negotiating with the proposed developer to lease, sell or whatever would be most beneficial to the City.     Koch asked about the dumping of nerve gas into the Delaware River with Rosenello noting he recently saw a newspaper article stating that DuPont has pulled out and will not be processing this gas at their Delaware Plant.    Koch informed everyone that the State today passed the 20% reduction of taxes for persons with $100,000 income or less.     Koch asked what the process will be with the Mayor stating everyone should watch the papers for the exact process formulated by the State.

KATHY MARTIN of 1910 Central Avenue asked a follow up question as to who is on the committee negotiating with the developer of Seaport Pier.     Administrator Townsend noted that he and the City Planner Stuart Wiser, City Auditor Leon Costello, Mayor Henfey, Attorney for City Robert Beckelman and Representatives from the proposed developer.      Martin also questioned Resolution #13-07 about our Tax Assessor filing regular Tax Appeals for the City.     Solicitor Kaufmann explained about 
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a cross appeal to the County which includes raising or lowering an assessment and allows the Tax Assessor to take appeals to the County for the City.    Kaufmann noted every owner has the right to appeal their assessment every year.     Rosenello stated staff are in the Tax Assessor’s Office to handle any questions on assessments.     Also our Tax Assessor Mr. Belasco is well aware of the procedures for appealing and a booklet from the County also is very informative.     

ROLAND BEBLER of North Wildwood noted that cars entering North Wildwood on West Spruce Avenue are cutting down their speed.    Bebler stated he sees Police presence still on that street and this is working to slow the speeders down.

EVERETT McCORKELL of 410 East 13th Avenue asked who owns the Fresh Air Home on Surf Avenue with McCorkell being told it is owned by a private corporation.   McCorkell stated it is a shame if this building is torn down.    McCorkell was informed that Dave Troiano in involved and is the local head of committee.     McCorkell was told this building has no foundation and is very unstable.     Also handicap access is needed.  Last summer was the first summer it was not open and operating for the children.

ADJOURNMENT:
