COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN announced he is officially entering the “Plunge for Andrew” on March 3rd.     Duncan stated he is looking for sponsors and anyone interested to get in touch with him.

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO wished Duncan well with the plunge.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO thanked everyone for coming out to the meeting this morning and also wished good luck to Duncan.

COUNCILMAN McCULLION announced he will be on vacation for the next two meetings and informed everyone he will be available by telephone while on vacation.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER thanked the Administrator, Financial Officer and Department Heads for their input with the budget process.    Koehler mentioned this is an ongoing 365 day process.

PUBLIC:

EVERETT McCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue suggested a letter be placed in the sewer bills informing of the dates and times of our council meetings.    McCorkell would also like to see a council meeting in July or August on a Friday evening or Saturday morning.     McCorkell noticed the speed sign on West Spruce Avenue was removed and asked why. The Police Chief stated due to the weather conditions last week they removed the sign for protection but will be returning shortly.

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked what is a temporary sergeant with the answer  given by the Police Chief as a sergeant for up to a six month period only.   Koch then asked what is a cap bank with the Administrator explaining the city can place amounts in reserve money not used.    This is just a paper bank to be used at a later time.  Koch asked about the budget and was told copies are available in the City Clerk’s Office to the public at no charge.    Koch asked what the assessment is on the Seaport Pier at 22nd Avenue.    Administrator Townsend  stated the City is currently working on a value of this pier as it presently sits.     Administrator said if he were to guess it would be maybe $10 to $12 million.    Koch also spoke of a property in front of the Planning Board last week where the case was thrown out for the second time. Koch feels the attorney and architect are “scamming” the guy as they get paid each time they go in front of the Board. 

KATHY MARTIN, 1910 Central Avenue, questioned the costs involved for the resolution this evening regarding redevelopment going for a “preliminary investigation for need.”        City Planner Stuart Wiser noted the City may front the costs and then get them refunded or reimbursed for those expenses.   Wiser and Rosenello both noted the two proposals referenced this area.    All costs and professional fees will be paid by the redeveloper.     A Smart Growth Grant covered initial costs for the City.
