Rosenello asked Administrator Townsend to give a brief overview of this years budget.     Townsend noted the tax rate stayed the same as last year but salaries are up 2% and O & E up 5%.    All department budgets were kept at 0% from last year.    George Furey, 211 E. 14th Avenue, asked where the surplus comes from with Townsend explaining the Fund Balance.    Furey asked about the increase in the 3rd and 4th quarter of taxes for 2006.    Furey asked if there is a mid year review on the budget numbers with Townsend stating there is a constant review by the Department Heads and CFO.    Jim Koch, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked if the surplus is kept in interest bearing accounts with Auditor Costello stating it is kept in bonds or invested in CD’s, cash management.    Koch asked about money from the Municipal Courts inquiring what it sent to the State and what is kept in North Wildwood.     Koch asked about the School Budget and pre-kindergarten classes.     Councilman Maschio stated North Wildwood is the lowest tax rate on the island and he and Council are very proud of our 2007 Budget.      President of Council then asked the City Clerk if she had received any comments in writing with the Clerk answering none.    The President of Council then asked for a motion to close the hearing on the budget.    On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Duncan, the public hearing on the 2007 Municipal Budget is now closed.

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN stated the St. Patrick’s Parade was a good event noting lots of planning and people were involved this year.     Duncan wished everybody a nice day!

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO congratulated Joe Quattrone for organizing an excellent St. Patrick’s Day Parade.   Maschio noted many organizations were involved and a lot  of great people attended the event.   Maschio wish all a Happy Healthy Month!!

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER thanked City professionals for their help thru the budget process mentioning CFO Ross Versaggi, City Administrator Ray Townsend and Mayor Bill Henfey.     Koehler noted this is more than a financial statement for the City – it is a spending and management tool.       It is also a policy statement as a decision was made to put three million into reconstruction of our streets for 2007.    Koehler stated he is glad people are asking questions as this process goes on for 365 days.
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MAYOR HENFEY noted the Greek Flag Raising Ceremony will be held on Saturday at noon in front of the Recreation Center.     Henfey also noted the Special Olympics at our Recreation Center.    The Mayor also announced a grant received by the City for the last phase of the Lighthouse in the amount of $120,000.00.    Henfey thanked everyone involved with the St. Patrick’s Parade.    Henfey also thanked everybody for their sympathy sent to him and his family with the recent passing of his mother.

PUBLIC:

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked information about the new sidewalk ordinance introduced today.    Engineer Petrella informed Koch a zoning permit would be needed for replacing any of the area with the sidewalk.     

SKIP ALLEN, 600 Virginia Avenue, thanked the Mayor and Council for their sympathy with the loss of his wife’s grandmother who was 103 years old.     Allen also asked if the City had made the final payoff to the revaluation company.     Townsend stated the City had negotiated  a lower bill which was approximately 60-65% lower than the original bill.    Allen then asked why no one can speak when introducing a new ordinance.    Solicitor Kaufmann noted the first reading is by title only and this is a statutory procedure.     The public hearing at the 2nd reading is when the public may question or comment on an ordinance.    

TED SNYDER, 2301 Boardwalk, stated the City has recently built steps on the south side of 19th Avenue at the Boardwalk but have not installed any railings.   Snyder thinks railings should be installed.     Engineer Petrella stated the contractor is having trouble finding the materials required noting they are working on it.

JAKE SCHAAD, Public Relations, noted the St. Patrick’s Parade had seven newspapers, etc covering this event for the City.
