ORDINANCE NO. 1517   -      On a motion by Duncan, seconded by Koehler, that Ordinance No. 1517 be placed on its second reading.   Carried.

The Clerk read Ordinance No. 1517 by its title, as required by Law, known as “An Ordinance Amending Those Portions of Ordinance #1472, Adopted May 3, 2005, which have been Codified at Section 276-67A of the Code of the City of North Wildwood.”    The Clerk announced it has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1517 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.   Hearing none, he then asked the Clerk if she had received any objections in writing, the Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

On a motion by Duncan, seconded by Koehler, that Ordinance No. 1517  be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1517 duly adopted.

ORDINANCE NO.  1518   -      On a motion by Duncan, seconded by Koehler, that Ordinance No. 1518 be placed on its second reading.   Carried.

The Clerk read Ordinance No. 1518 by its title, as required by Law, known as “An Ordinance Amending Those Portions of Ordinance #1442 that have been Codified at Sections 382-31B and 382-31C of the Code of the City of North Wildwood.”    The Clerk announced it has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1518 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of 
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this Ordinance.   Jim Koch, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked about the use of pavers with the Engineer stating the type of materials must be approved if using materials other than concrete.    Councilperson Duncan asked the Engineer if residents can now use pavers on the sidewalk areas with the answer yes if those materials are approved.  Acting President of Council then asked the Clerk if she had received any objections in writing, the Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.    Solicitor Kaufmann noted a typographical error in the heading should show both sections at 382 instead of one as 328 with the City Clerk making that correction.

On a motion by  Duncan, seconded by Koehler, that Ordinance No. 1518  be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1518 duly adopted.

ORDINANCE NO. 1519   -      On a motion by Duncan, seconded by Koehler, that Bond Ordinance No. 1519 be placed on its second reading.   Carried.

The Clerk read Bond Ordinance No. 1519  by its title, as required by Law, known as “A Bond Ordinance Providing for Various Capital Improvements of the City of North Wildwood, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, Appropriating the Aggregate Amount of $5,549,000  therefor and Authorizing the Issuance of $5,272,000 Bonds or Notes of the City to Finance Part of the Cost Thereof.”    The Clerk announced it has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   A Supplement Debt Statement has been approved by the Department of Local Government Services.

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1519 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.   Jim Koch, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked about railings on the seawall whether there would be one side or both sides constructed.   Mayor Henfey stated the City is only setting aside money for this project as repairs to New York Avenue must be completed first.     Kathy Martin, 1910 Central Avenue, asked several questions about the rate of interest on this Bond, what is the normal rate of interest and if it will be long term or short term with City Administrator answering Mrs. Martin.       Acting President of Council then asked the Clerk if she had received any objections in writing, the Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

On a motion by  Duncan, seconded by Koehler, that Ordinance No. 1519  be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1519 duly adopted.

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO stated Happy Easter to All!

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO wished all a Happy Easter! 
COUNCILMAN McCULLION wished all a Happy Easter and also thanked all Department Heads for attending this Council meeting.    McCullion spoke of an upcoming special benefit for fellow Anglesea Volunteer Firefighter Herb Porter.  Porter was injured in a very tragic accident on the Parkway sustaining severe injuries. A Beef and Beer will be held at the Anglesea Firehouse on April 14, 2007.     McCullion stated he has tickets if anyone is interested. 

MAYOR HENFEY thanked Council members for passing the Capital Budget Ordinance this evening.   Henfey noted he will continue to attack our streets and thanked everyone for their support.    Henfey noted the Public Works Department will be purchasing several new pieces of equipment but will be trading in more.     Henfey also spoke of Herb Porter as being a good friend to Anglesea Fire Company.  Henfey announced upcoming special events on Easter weekend as the Annual Elks Easter Egg Hunt on Saturday, Ed’s Funcade Easter Egg Hunt on Sunday and the Annual “Son” Rise Service at the Hereford Lighthouse on Sunday morning.     

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND, SOLICITOR KAUFMANN, ENGINEER PETRELLA AND CITY CLERK HARKINS wished all a Happy Easter!

PUBLIC:

KATHY MARTIN, 1910 Central Avenue, inquired about negotiations for Seaport Pier. Administrator Townsend stated a contract has been developed but we are currently waiting for comments from the proposed developer.   Martin asked if it will be a sale or lease of this property and if an appraisal has been completed.    Martin was informed an appraisal has not been completed but the property is assessed at approximately 12 million.   The issue for a sale or lease is still being discussed and this issue still must be resolved.    Martin feels the project will solve some of our money problems and possibly the bond would not be needed.   

EVERETT McCORKELL, 410 E. 13TH Avenue, stated the grass sprinklers were on at last years Easter Sunrise Service at the Lighthouse.   City Gardener - Jerry Zdenek was in the audience and will see that does not happen this year.

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, questioned the purchased of the new stage asking if the old stage will be sold with Henfey stating it probably will be sold.   Koch asked about the rebate to the City from sewer last year.    Koch feels the sale of the pier will solve a multitude of problems for the City or even the negotiation of rental money.    

KATHY MARTIN, 1910 Central Avenue, asked who resigned on the Ethics Committee for Mr. Nelson to be appointed with Mrs. Martin being told Bill Green.

WARREN ALLEN, 600 Virginia Avenue, stated our Governor signed a law today for home owners to receive 20% off on their taxes and asked how this will work.   Both the Mayor and Administrator stated probably a rebate to the owners but feel sure the State will announce those procedures soon.    Bonds verses taxes were discussed with the Administrator noting the City borrows as we need it.    Allen noted there were problems with the leasing of Seaport Pier in the past.
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JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked about 2nd Avenue outfall line questioning whether it is in use or dormant.    Engineer Petrella stated it is currently in use.   Koch asked if it can be repaired and asked what part of the City goes into that line.    Petrella stated 13th Avenue north are all are running through that outfall line.
