PUBLIC:

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked Council if the welcome sign at 16th and the Boardwalk could be lighted with the Mayor stating parts have been purchased with the City Electrician Frank McAnaney doing this work.    Mayor Henfey stated the old Welcome Sign on West Spruce Avenue will be moved to 15th and Beach.    Koch asked for someone to elaborate on what is not allowed on the seawall according to the ordinance introduced this morning.     Dogs are permitted but bikes, skateboards, etc. would not be permitted.   Koch asked if the two new permanent Public Works employees would be adding to the employee numbers with the Mayor responding yes.
