COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN stated it would be a nice gesture to work on some sort of proclamation for the next meeting to honor recently deceased ice cream vendor, Ed “Pop” Redding.    Duncan noted Redding originally sold water ice and ice cream.    Pop was a fixture in North Wildwood and will be greatly missed.

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO stated he is very excited about Resolution #106-07 regarding the Urban Enterprise Zone.    Maschio feels it is wise to invest in the future and this parking lot will be the first step.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO noted the 60’s Weekend Event in North Wildwood and thanked the Public Works Department, Recreation Department, Police Department and all departments involved especially GWTIDA and the Chamber of Commerce for their help.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER spoke of North Wildwood’s Veteran Appreciation Day held this morning in City Hall.     Koehler noted our Veteran’s will be selling poppies all of May and hopes everyone will support our Veterans as this money will go to a good cause.  

COUNCILMAN McCULLION noted the City recently received a report from our Joint Insurance Fund stating Supervisor Doug Ford and his staff are doing an outstanding job on the Boardwalk.     
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PUBLIC:

EVERETT McCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue, asked Council why the City can’t install more speed signs on West Spruce Avenue.      McCorkell was informed this is a State roadway and those signs are regulated by the State.       McCorkell stated he remembers the City having a blue and yellow patch truck and asked if the City still has it as he hasn’t seen this truck around for awhile.     Public Works Supervisor Wozunk stated the City does not have this vehicle.    McCorkell feels the City should prohibit all pets on the seawall.    McCorkell also noted cars parking on the pavement/sidewalk on 13th Avenue and feels the Police Department should give tickets out to these vehicles.     

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, tried to help McCorkel by explaining cars block the sidewalk areas and this happens a lot in the summer.     Koch asked Council what does “Rider” mean (Resolution #106-07)  with Administrator Townsend explaining  this account will stay and continue to build more money year to year in an interest bearing account.    Businesses will be able to take advantage of this revolving money.    Koch asked about last meeting with Council approving an open house for Beazer Homes.    Rosenello stated Council approved a Special Event Permit Application for use of the City street in that area.     Koch felt the use of the street should have been noted at last meeting.     Koch would like to see more 30 MPH signs on West Spruce Avenue and also mentioned rumble strips.       Engineer Petrella stated DOT must approve any signage in the right of way on that street.     Rosenello stated our Engineer and Police Chief are comfortable with the current signage on that street.      Rosenello thanked Koch for his suggestions and opinions.   

KATHY MARTIN, 1910 Central Avenue, stated it looks to her like we should have a contract with the redevelopment company within 60 days.    Martin was reminded the negotiations will go on for another 60  days.    Martin asked if this will be a sale or lease with Martin reminded this is part of the negotiations.    Martin asked if an appraisal was completed on this property with Administrator Townsend stating he would be declining an answer as that is a matter involving negotiations.     Solicitor Kaufmann concurred with Townsend’s statement as the developer need not know what the City has or has not an appraisal of this property.       Martin questioned how the zoning will be done as to the high rise hotel on the west side of the Boardwalk with the Solicitor stating any property outside of the redevelopment area will have normal zoning laws applied.    Martin noted it clearly describes a hotel and skywalk to the pier over the Boardwalk.     Townsend also reminded Martin no bid was received on this pier.      

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, stated he thought all properties were appraised recently due to the reassessment of all properties.        Solicitor Kaufmann noted the revaluation company prepares a revaluation of a property not an appraisal of a property.    These are two different things.

HARRY GALE, 307 E. 25TH Avenue, asked about our beaches and erosion especially when will the new sand be coming.      Rosenello noted the 1st approved amount of the project was $3 million but the current project amount is approximately $10 million.   The actual rate of erosion has slowed down but this is a very tedious process.    Rosenello stated the State will bid and manage this project.       Harry Gale questioned how does Avalon move their sand around as noted in the newspapers.      Gale was told this may be ongoing maintenance in Avalon but no one was sure how they do it.
