COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN thanked everyone who worked on the election yesterday and also the people who took time to vote.     Duncan noted that the Primary Elections are just as important as the November elections.

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO thanked everyone for coming out to the Memorial Service as it was greatly attended.     Maschio acknowledged past Councilman Hank Rice who was sitting in the audience for tonight’s meeting.    Maschio noted the award the Police Department received for Spruce Avenue was brought about by a lot of work by Rice in that area.      Maschio extended condolences to the Visalli family for past Councilman Anthony Visalli.
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COUNCILMAN McCULLION stated he attended a Friends of the Lighthouse fundraiser noting these events help the Lighthouse.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER thanked all who voted and also the people who worked the polls yesterday.

COUNCILMAN LARCOMBE spoke of Tony Visalli and working with him for many years on Council.    Larcombe noted Visalli was a watchdog at the MUA and will be sadly missed here in North Wildwood.    Larcombe extended condolences to the Visalli family.

MAYOR HENFEY also sent condolences to Tony’s family noting he was very intelligent and cared about North Wildwood.       Henfey spoke of the Mummer’s Parade beginning at 4:45 PM and also the American Legion Parade heading south on Atlantic.    Flag Day will be observed on the 14th with the VFW and the Elks joining at 10:00 AM for a service at the Memorial on Spruce Avenue.   Henfey hopes all will come out and support Flag Day in North Wildwood.

PUBLIC:

JOSEPH McDOWELL, 122 East 1st Avenue, stated the street area in front of the condo next door to his home needs repair.    McDowell noted this is a highly traveled street and his house vibrates with passing vehicles.     This was referred to Public Works Supervisor Wozunk.

EVERETT McCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue, asked about railings on the new seawall and also thinks there should not be dogs permitted on the seawall.

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked about the time for the July 3rd meeting changing to 10:00 AM.    Koch also asked if the lights have been placed on the 16th and Boardwalk sign with Council noting is has been completed.    Koch asked when do lifeguards start guarding the beaches.    Koch was told Memorial Weekend with approximately 10-11 guards working.   Koch inquired if the City will be installing a walkway on 13th Avenue stating he thinks it should be placed down.    Koch questioned what Refund for Overpayment of Real Estate Taxes is with the Administrator explaining banks at times pay too much, settlement monies are incorrect, errors, etc.    Koch asked if the City provides cell phones with the answer being yes to some persons on call and Department Heads.    Koch asked if anyone ever checks the phone bills with the Administrator noting the City pools all minutes and he does go over bills.

KATHY MARTIN, 1910 Central Avenue, thinks cameras on the Boardwalk is a good idea.    Martin questioned a resolution about Block 291 and the Planning Board.   Martin asked Rosenello if this will be a redevelopment or a rehabilitation project.    Rosenello stated the proposed redeveloper had asked to have this area included and proposed the west side of the Boardwalk as an additional area.    Our Planner advised this area possibly is in need of redevelopment also.     Martin asked if any property owner can ask the City to look at their property for an area in need of redevelopment.    By making an area a redevelopment area, the City has more flexibility to make builders and developers build what the City wants and needs.    Martin stated this gives the builders and developers the latitude to circumvent the current zoning laws.    Eight criteria items were mentioned by Administrator Townsend noting the City only has to meet one item.

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, noted Rosenello has a sour taste of condo boxes and Koch stated he agrees.    Koch asked if the Planning Board has control of what goes up and also what are the Planning Board members duties.   Koch also asked did they plan to have boxes?    Rosenello noted in the last few years Council has made four or five major amendments to our zoning laws.    The Planning Board only enforces our Zoning Ordinances.     Rosenello stated unfortunately Council is reacting to what is being built and it is impossible to foresee every possibility that may come up.   Rosenello noted we are beginning a Master Plan review again.     Solicitor Cafiero stated some projects are in full compliance with our laws and need no variances.
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CATHERINE RUTKOWSKI, 408 E. 16th Avenue, asked if it is illegal to park the wrong way on a street with the Police Chief stating it is a violation.    Rutkowski stated she recently witnessed a 10-12 year old almost getting hit by a car that was pulling out on the wrong side of the street.   Rutkowski would like to see our Police ticket people parking the wrong side of the street.     

JOSEPH RUTKOWSKI, 408 E. 16TH Avenue, asked if dogs get ticketed for being on the beach.

JIM MARTIN, 500 JFK Drive, feels the City should put out public information for flooding information and hurricane season.    This could be in a booklet for all property owners and residents.    Our Fire Chief stated an older pamphlet is being revamped with updated information and also OEM continually works on evacuation and flood information for the City.   Martin would like to see it on the website also.   Mayor Henfey noted our Public Works Department recently had an open house and there was a lot of information on flood and hurricane procedures.    An Emergency Radio Station is currently in the works with Rosenello noting meetings are held regularly.

WARREN ALLEN, 600 Virginia Avenue, asked if our Mayor has any veto powers with Allen being told yes.      Allen asked about when JCOW was disbanded and the monies involved.     Allen asked about sharing services with Mayor Henfey noting trash pickup is being talked about already.    Mayor Henfey feels it is better to exchange services to save money.    Henfey noted our island communities are working more closely with each other than ever before.    Townsend noted several areas of shared services with equipment and insurance.    Allen asked if the City has ever considered a building moratorium of some kind with Rosenello stating no – that a lot of these buildings needed to be demolished.     Mayor Henfey stated we must keep the commercial end as strong as our residential areas.   Henfey noted many improvements throughout the City including the streets are looking good, seawall project, beach replenishment coming soon.    Henfey noted we are a busy government trying to make this town better every day.    He looks at the whole city and continues to do for the entire City.  

ROY BURNHAM, 228 E. 8th Avenue, asked if the City could look into purchasing the adjacent lot to the VFW Memorial on West Spruce Avenue.   Mayor Henfey stated he will look into the County Open Space to see if that property would qualify for some of that money.    Henfey noted that is a great area and good location.     Rosenello also stated that would be worth looking into.    Burham noted there are dogs going into the ballfield across the street from his property and feels the signs on the gates are not big enough.     Recreation Supervisor Tarbotton is working on that now.
