COMMITTEES:  None.
COUNCIL:

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO expressed her thanks to the Elks and VFW for the excellent Flag Day Ceremony last week.  Tolomeo also said that she attended Wildwood High School’s Awards Ceremony and the majority of the award winners were from North Wildwood.  Tolomeo stated that she was very proud of the North Wildwood students for representing the City well; some of the highest GPAs announced were by students from North Wildwood.  Tolomeo stated that she attended Margaret Mace School’s graduation last week, and thanked the faculty and staff for their hard work in teaching our children.  Tolomeo stated she is very proud as our tax dollars are well spent in education in our town.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER recognized the Elks and VFW for the beautiful program they put together for Flag Day.

MAYOR HENFEY reminded everyone of the June 30 auction of bikes and personal items at the Public Works building on West Oak Avenue.  Mayor Henfey also congratulated the Elks and VFW for the excellent ceremony for Flag Day.  Mayor Henfey stated that it was a pleasure for him to speak at the Margaret Mace School graduation last week and congratulated all the students and staff.  Mayor Henfey asked everyone to review the monthly reports from the Recreation Department as there are plenty of activities for the summer.  Superintendent of Recreation Buddy Tarbotton said that all summer staff is in place for the activities, noting  beach aerobics and yoga will be starting this week as well as the summer basketball leagues.  Tarbotton also explained that the July 4th Parade and Pooch Parade will start at 9 AM this year instead of 12:00 noon.    The Department is trying to make the parade longer and more patriotic.  Mayor Henfey reminded everyone of the Italian Festival coming up on the 29th, 30th and 1st  noting the Knights of Columbus have great entertainment set up this year

PUBLIC:

EVERETT McCORKELL, 410 East 13th Avenue, stated that there is graffiti on the building at 422 E. 13th Avenue.  McCorkell stated that Vineland has an ordinance banning loud car radios.  McCorkell stated that the grass at 407 E. 13th needs to be cut.  McCorkell stated that he had to call the police about construction workers still working after 6 PM and thinks the Police Department should stop workers after 6:00 PM.

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, mentioned that the graffiti at 422 E. 13th Avenue took some time and effort to paint a large mural and is surprised no one saw it happening.  Mayor Henfey asked PW Superintendent Harry Wozunk if the City could help the property owner clean off the graffiti.  Koch asked why Resolution #1 today did not have an ABC license  name attached with Council President Rosenello explaining  Resolution #1 is a blanket resolution that covers all establishments that did not have special conditions imposed.  Koch then asked what is a roll-off truck with  Pubic Works Superintendent Harry Wozunk explaining that it is a truck that carries dumpsters. The 
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City would also purchase 5 containers to go with this truck.    Koch asked that the remainder of the boards be placed on the beach walks as the ones that are in place are appreciated, but the rest need to also be placed.  Koch asked if Mr. Hall still works in Code Enforcement and explained that the property at 103 W. 15th Avenue was in bad shape and has probably taken years to get that way.  Mayor Henfey answered that the process and procedure must be followed and it is possible that the process has already started.  Public Works Superintendent Wozunk stated that the process has started and the owner has already received several notices about cleaning up the property.  

KAREN ALLEN, 600 Virginia Avenue, inquired about summer concerts and specifically asked about the procedure to have a picnic by the Parrothead Club before the Buffett concert on August 4th.  Council President Rosenello stated a special events permit would be necessary through the Recreation Department.

KATHY MARTIN, 1910 Central Avenue, stated that she enjoyed the Mayor’ speech   at the Margaret Mace School graduation.  Martin remarked that Council President Rosenello had made comments about Martin’s profession and her husband’s at the last meeting.  Martin then read the following statement: 

I publicly object to Council President Rosenello voting on any resolutions or ordinances pertaining to Andrew Weiner and WB Resorts Development.

Rosenello is the paid Managing Director of the Boardwalk SID.    In September of 2005, Andrew Weiner was elected to the Board of Directors of this SID (1).   In December of 2005, Andrew Weiner voted in favor a Rosenello’s salary increase for the years of 2006-2010 (2).

Since 2005, Rosenello has been involved in the plan for the redevelopment of Seaport Pier.    At the January 16, 2007 Council Meeting, Rosenello voted in favor of WB Resorts Development as the conditional redeveloper of Seaport Pier.

At the February 20, 2007 Council meeting, Rosenello voted in favor of a resolution asking the Planning Board to conduct an investigation to determine if Block 291, Lots 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12 and 13 qualified as an area in need of redevelopment.    This is the exact location Andrew Weiner wants to construct a 405 unit, 160’ foot hotel/condominium building (3).

Andrew Weiner purchased lots 7, 8 & 13 on June 8, 2006 for five million dollars (4).   His family has owned lots 10 & 11 since 1990 (5) and Andrew Weiner currently has an agreement of sale for lots 9 and 12, which is the King’s Inn Motel (6l.

In WB Resorts Development’s proposal for Seaport Pier, Andrew Weiner identifies himself as a member of the Board of Directors of the Wildwoods Boardwalk SID.  

Council President Rosenello is deeply conflicted in this matter.
