CAUCUS MEETING

AUGUST 7, 2007

6:30 P.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor William Henfey, President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Robert McCullion, Edwin Koehler, Joseph Duncan, Kellyann Tolomeo and Robert Maschio.       Councilman Walter Larcombe was not present.     Also present were City Administrator Raymond Townsend and Solicitor William Kaufmann. 

COUNCIL PRESIDENT ROSENELLO stated that there are no changes to the agenda for tonight’s meeting except  Mayor and Council would be presenting a proclamation to North Wildwood resident Brandi Sanguinetti who was recently crowned Miss Cape May County.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that Resolution #1 is for a USDA Grant and that Resolution #2 is in conjunction with Resolution #4 regarding an ADA Grant for walkways.    Townsend stated that Resolution #11 calls for rejecting bids for the roll-off truck because bids came in too high and there was a specifications problem.    Also no corporate resolution was submitted.     Townsend stated Cape May County has recently opened a records recovery center in Dennisville with a weekly pickup currently being worked out.    This center will have ability to backup data from communities, whether it be records or operating systems, providing continuity of government and continuity of operations in case of catastrophic loss.    Townsend said that the pending projects list mentions possible changes to the bulkhead ordinance, noting that the present ordinance is lacking in the sense that after CAFRA issues permits there is little or no follow-up.    The City may want to consider having the engineer provide follow-up on the City’s behalf.    Townsend said that the City is considering an as-built ordinance to keep track of buildings as they are being built, making it easier to correct deficiencies as opposed to doing inspections after the building is completely finished.   This would require a rough framing and setback early on construction and a final as built at the end.   Townsend stated that the boardwalk plan will be incorporated into the master plan.    Rosenello said the boardwalk plan is substantially done and will be presented to Council for approval soon.    Townsend said that beach replenishment plans are complete and are being reviewed by the DEP with the project scheduled to begin in December 2007 or January 2008.    Solicitor Kaufmann said that easements have been received for the seawall project.   Townsend said that these easements would allow access for work on the seawall.     Townsend noted that the Planning Board had approved Remington Vernick Engineers to do a Master Plan review which would be addressed with Ordinance #1523 in tonight’s meeting.  

COUNCIL PRESIDENT ROSENELLO asked for Council’s input regarding a possible plaque or memorial for Ed “Pop” Redding, the last of the original beach fudgy-wudgy men, who passed away this past April.   Councilman Duncan stated he is very much in favor of this as it is a very good idea.     Duncan said that Pop was a unique guy a very much a tradition in town.     Duncan is in favor  but that it might be wise to find a spot where other people who have done much for the City could be honored as well.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that on August 14th at 10:00 AM there would be small ceremony announcing the USDA Grant with press invited.    

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by McCullion, that caucus now be adjourned until the regular meeting begins at 7:00 PM.      Carried.    6:48 PM

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN thanked all who have sent him cards during his recovery from surgery.  Duncan asked the Administration Committee to look into recent requests for ½ hour parking in front of some businesses on New Jersey Avenue as they have requested.    Duncan explained 2 incidents on the beach that illustrated his appreciation for NW lifeguards and his dislike of seagulls.  Duncan also mentioned that people are lined up at 15th Avenue to clean sand off their feet but was disappointed that there is only one port-a-potty at 22nd Avenue.

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO asked all to attend the National Night Out at 8th St. field after the meeting.  Maschio also reminded all about the Soul Summer Slam at Schellenger and the Beach on August 11.  All proceeds go to charity including the Bill Osborne local charity.

COUNCILMAN McCULLION  informed Duncan at the Planning Board hearings for the New Jersey Avenue properties, all of the stores did not need parking as per their applications.    Duncan stated the renters of these properties are now requesting parking. McCullion suggested parking meters along New Jersey Avenue businesses.

MAYOR HENFEY asked all to attend the National Night Out at 8th St. field after this meeting.  Henfey also mentioned the concerts at the amphitheater, the Cancer Survivor’s Benefit at Lighthouse Pointe on Saturday, Flea Market on Sunday, Soccer Camps,  Around-the-Island Row on the 14th and the Little Flower Reunion at Westy’s.
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PUBLIC:

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked about financing for Ordinance #1522, with Administrator Townsend explaining.   Koch said that the boards at 13th Avenue on the beach are almost covered with sand and asked that they be cleaned off.  Koch asked about the house at 103 W. 15th Avenue and if the owner could receive a small cities loan.    Koch asked about railings on the seawall.  Townsend explained that the money is in a capital program and the City is investigating different types of railings.  Koch suggested putting multi-level parking at the 1st & New Jersey parking lot.

CHARLES BRACKETT, 115 E. 1st Avenue, asked the mayor and administrator if the City still has an Environmental Commission, and if so, why haven’t they met and who are the members.    Brackett said by statute a member of the Planning Board must be on the Environmental Commission.     Townsend will check with the Solicitor.    Brackett cited NJSA 40-56A.1 and 19.2.    Brackett asked the guidelines regarding public bids.  Kaufmann explained that the amount triggers if public bid is necessary and explained that with a qualified purchasing agent the City is not required to go to  bid under certain amounts.
