COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN noted that this is a big weekend coming up and the City is getting ready.    Duncan stated there are always some complaints but the AOH, which runs the Festival, is a charitable organization which returns all of its money back into the community one way or another.  

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO agreed that this is a busy weekend and asked all drivers to slow down as they travel through town.    Police Chief Matteucci explained that the Police Department will have extra bike patrols in the neighborhoods which will be available to go to the center of the festival if the need arises.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO expressed hope that everyone enjoys the weekend and encouraged all to attend the band exposition at the 8th Avenue field.
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER agreed with Duncan also mentioning that the AOH gives back to the community and asked all to participate in the festival.
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MAYOR HENFEY encouraged Council members to review the detailed reports for the Recreation Center to see how many people take advantage of the City facilities.      Henfey mentioned a letter from Beazer Homes offering the City use of their parking lot during the Festival as their sales office will not be open.    Henfey stated that the Budweiser Clydesdale Horses are back this year and they will put on a beautiful performance during the parade.    Thursday there is an AOH Golf tournament, vendors will be open starting on Friday morning, Celli dancing at the Recreation Center on Friday at 7 PM, a run on Saturday morning at 8 AM beginning at 1st and New Jersey, a pipe exposition at the 8th Avenue field from 10 till noon.     On Sunday there is a Mass at 11 AM and the parade starts at 1 PM.      Henfey asked that citizens please call the police with any problems and mentioned that Fire and Public Works will be fully staffed for the weekend.      Chief Matteucci also stated Law Enforcement Weekend will be on the weekend after the Irish Festival, starting with boat teams arriving Friday from Philadelphia at 5 PM.     A walk/ run the next morning and a parade at 11 AM.       Philadelphia Drill Team will perform at 6 PM and a candlelight vigil will be held at 7 PM.       Sunday events are private for the families.     All families will be housed at the Montego Bay Hotel.    Matteucci said that the event is good for survivors who are at various stages of mourning.     Recreation Superintendent Buddy Tarbotton said that three October fishing tournaments will be discussed at the next Council meeting.       Tarbotton said that tot-time and after-school programs start on Oct. 1 and flag-football and hockey are beginning soon.     

PUBLIC:

EVERETT McCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue, asked when railings will be installed on the seawall.     Administrator Townsend stated that the City is looking at alternatives, applied for grants and that placement should be in the Spring 2008.       McCorkell  asked for signs prohibiting dogs to be placed on the seawall and asked if the street reconstruction included 13th Avenue up to Ocean Avenue, which the answer was no.

KATHY MARTIN, 1910 Central Avenue, stated that the Recreation Center after-school program is very well run and the staff does an excellent job.      Martin asked why Andy Weiner’s lot, which is part of the redevelopment zone, is still unsecured and full of trash.     Administrator Townsend stated that he will have to check his notes as he thinks he had a discussion with Weiner about the lot but will need to follow-up.     Martin said the City should hold Weiner to a deadline and questioned how the City will be able to enforce other parts of the agreement if they can’t get the developer to clean up a lot.
