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COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN congratulated all who had been appointed in the meeting today, including new Councilman Rick Ogen.  Duncan apologized to Ogen for not having been in attendance at his interviews due to a medical procedure in the family.

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO congratulated all and expressed his belief that Ogen will do an outstanding job for the City.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO congratulated all appointees and welcomed Ogen to Council.

COUNCILMAN McCULLION congratulated all appointees and the new councilman.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER congratulated all new appointees.  Koehler said he has known Ogen for a number of years and looks forward to working with him on Council.

COUNCILMAN OGEN congratulated the other appointees in the meeting today.  Ogen expressed thanks to Mayor and Council for appointment and asked the public to be patient with him as he learns his new responsibilities.

ENGINEER and SOLICITOR expressed their congratulations to Rick Ogen, with the Solicitor adding that Ogen’s seat carried the special responsibility of responding to questions from Jim Koch.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that he misses City Clerk Janet Harkins.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT ROSENELLO said that he has known Rick Ogen for a number of years and that Ogen will do a good job as councilman.

MAYOR HENFEY congratulated all new employees.  Henfey said that Kathy Rogers has done a good job for the City.  Henfey congratulated Rick Ogen and added that Ogen has served on the Zoning Board of Adjustment but will need to be replaced, and asked if Ogen could remain on the Master Plan Review Board, and Council President Rosenello and Solicitor Kaufmann both thought that it would be OK.

PUBLIC:

EVERETT McCORKELL of 410 E. 13th Avenue said that Jim Koch is away in Florida and asked about when the beach replenishment will begin.  Council President Rosenello explained that the project is waiting for an NJDEP/CAFRA permit which is hoped to be received in the spring and that replenishment can begin in September.  McCorkell asked that the boards on the beach be put down before Memorial Day.  

JOANN MCDEVITT, 333 W. 20th Avenue, said she heard about the bond ordinance for the Seaport Pier this morning on the radio and asked for more information.  Council President Rosenello explained that it a very drawn-out and complicated project which includes much time with negotiations, a Planning Committee review board, than a Planning Board review of the expanded redevelopment area, etc.  A $200 million project takes a lot of time and effort working through DEP issues, and the current ordinance providing for demolition of the buildings on Seaport Pier is the first step and would have happened anyway, regardless of the redevelopment project, because of the dilapidated condition of the buildings.  
EVERETT McCORKELL of 410 E. 13th Avenue stated that we have a very clean  City and the City should send notices to owners to let people know trash rules.  McCorkell stated that visitors should take their waste to the public works dump before leaving town.
