(See last Resolution on Regular Meeting)     Mayor Henfey noted a request for a new business in town for Bike Taxis.      Mayor asked for the Administrative Committee (Maschio, Koehler and Rosenello)  to review this information with the Police Department personnel before making final decision if permitted.

Mayor Henfey explained that there has been no way to oversee bulkhead construction and repair and this ordinance provides for the City to be able to oversee the design, construction, repair, etc., of bulkheads in the City.     Administrator Townsend stated that permits are issued by CAFRA but they never come back to review the final project. This ordinance will authorize the City to do so.
