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COUNCILMAN DUNCAN thanked all who were involved with the parade on Saturday, saying that it was well attended and the weather was great.      Duncan said he represented the City at the New York City parade.   Duncan wish all a Happy Holiday coming up.  

MAYOR HENFEY thanked all City employees who helped with the St. Patrick’s Day Parade, noting that the turnout seemed bigger than ever.     Henfey also mentioned that the City’s association with GovDeals.com has been a great success so far.    Henfey mentioned that the Anglesea Fire Company has received delivery of a new Fire Truck, and Fire Chief Paul Evangelista stated that it should be in service in a month or so, after training and outfitting.    Mayor Henfey then mentioned various activities for Easter weekend:      Elks Easter Egg Hunt at 17th and the Beach, starting a 12 Noon on Saturday for children 11 and under, call 729-5776 for information;   the Greek Independence Day Celebration at the Recreation Center on Central Avenue on Saturday also starting at 12 Noon, 522-0152 for information;      Easter Morning Sunrise Service at 6:45 at the Hereford Lighthouse, 522-2951 for information;    and another Easter Egg Hunt at 22nd & Boardwalk on Sunday from 12:30 to 2 PM sponsored by Ed’s Funcade.

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked about why the City’s bond rating was low in the first place, with CFO Ross Versaggi explaining that the rating had decreased during the time period when property values were dropping.      Koch asked why the City is tearing down the buildings on the Seaport Pier, with Mayor Henfey explaining that it is a safety hazard.       Koch stated that he does not agree with the Click-It or Ticket program because a person not buckling up only puts him/her self at risk, unlike cell phone usage which puts others at risk also.        Koch also mentioned that North Wildwood needs more parking and suggested more study be done regarding putting a second level on the lot at 1st & Olde New Jersey.    Koch also suggested the City purchase the former Seashore Foods lot at Chestnut and New Jersey Avenues with Mayor Henfey asking if the City can afford to do that.       Koch noted that property values are dropping, mentioning that a new condo development in Atlantic City is offering a new BMW convertible with each condo purchase.        Koch stated the City needs to be aware at budget time that many property values may drop during April because of tax appeals at the County Board of Taxation.       Koch notes the best way to get a raise is don’t spend as much.        Koch mentioned the City floats bonds for everything else so why not for parking?
