Henfey stated he has received a letter from the County Animal Shelter regarding reorganizing the interlocal agreement between the City.     Henfey asked for a volunteer to attend the upcoming meeting with Councilman Maschio offering.    Henfey stated a recycling rebate will be given to the City by the County city electrician Frank McAnaney it regards to installing lighted dolphins on several telephone poles on Olde New Jersey Avenue.     Henfey also noted no public money is being used as donations have come in for this project.       The City is obtaining permission from the State to clean up some rocks in the north end.     Public Works Department is getting a rock sifter to help with this work. The Federal and State personnel will be going to look at this area with the City officials tomorrow. The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1534 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.  Administrator Townsend gave a brief overview before the public hearing.    Jim Koch, 1301 Surf Avenue, stated he is against this Bond Ordinance and questioned why Council cannot learn to live within the budget.  Harry Gale, 307 E. 25th Avenue, asked what is the cost for selling the bonds and the rate for interest.    Treasurer Versaggi noted the interest should be less that 4% and costs to sell the bonds are paid by the insurance or companies selling.   Council President then asked the Clerk if she had received any objections in writing, the Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

On a motion by  Duncan, seconded by Koehler, that Ordinance No. 1534  be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1534 duly adopted.   Mayor Henfey noted the City needs this Ordinance as we are an old city.   Henfey also stated generations to come will benefit from this Ordinance.

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1535 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.   Jim Koch, 1301 Surf Avenue, noted different tax costs from 2007 and noted the rates for 2008 will increase.    Koch stated the City does not try to cut things down or out of the budget.   Koch also noted the City needs to live within their means.    Everett McCorkell, 410 E. 13th Avenue, also noted his tax rate for 2007 was $.70.    Treasurer Versaggi noted the City tax rate for 2007 was 39. 2 cents and he is expecting it to be the same in 2008.     Harry Gale, 307 E. 25th Avenue, asked what are you all talking about?     Duncan and Townsend explained that the City will “bank” the difference for use for later years.     Council President then asked the Clerk if she had received any objections in writing, the Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

The Law Office suggested to the Home to donate the baseball back to the City. It will be placed in the Margaret Mace School for permanent display.     Joe Quattrone stated a “Baseball Day” will be held on Monday, June 2nd (tentatively).     At 11:00 AM a formal ceremony with family members present, Cafiero family, Council Members, representative from the Phillies, etc. will be held at the school.     The beautiful case along with the baseball will be on display at that time.      The case will then be moved to the school lunchroom so the students can see this unique treasure.

MAYOR HENFEY announced on May 17th Captain Kidd’s  Pirate’s Day with a parade beginning at 11:00 AM and a Treasure Hunt to follow at 15th & the Beach.      This event gets bigger every year and help is always welcomed.     Henfey also announced National Police Officer Day on May 15th with events going on all week.     Also Public Works Week will be celebrated May 18th through the 24th.      Mayor also announced that since January 15, 2008 the City has sold items on GovDeals totaling $20,353.00.    Mayor thanked the City Clerk’s Office for handling this ongoing auction.

PUBLIC:

EVERETT MCCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue, mentioned he saw a brand new vehicle on Surf Avenue recently noting it had a sign “Code Enforcement.”    Mayor Henfey explained this is an electric car purchased by the Police Department with the Police Chief noting it gets 245 miles per gallon.      McCorkell also stated Memorial Day is soon approaching and he hopes the boards will be placed down on the beach by then.  McCorkell also asked if there is a car show on the Boardwalk this coming weekend with Rosenello stating yes on Friday and Saturday – Spring Car Show.

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, stated he heard Council introducing an Ordinance this evening about purchasing real property for public purposes and was disappointed as he thought it was going to be the lot at Chestnut and New Jersey.    Koch noted this is the last piece of land in North Wildwood you are going to find for parking.       

HARRY GALE, 307 E. 25th Avenue, asked about the Resolution for Funding Formulas Matter and also the feasibility study for a joint health fund.      Rosenello explained to Mr. Gale.     Gale also questioned the two professional service contracts with Solicitor Kaufmann noting they are in connection with two tax appeals.      Rosenello went in detail as to certain items must be posted on the bulletin board and available before the 
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meetings.      Rosenello noted it would be impractical to have a public hearing on every item coming before Council.      Gale asked if the public could have input in the budget process before the 1st reading of the budget.    Mayor Henfey stated a good part of the budget process is done with Council Committee meetings long before introduction.     Duncan noted Council first starts working on the budget in the summer and fall and also continuously until introduced.    Duncan suggested to Mr. Gale if he wants to get involved in the process he should run for office.    Duncan also noted the best thing you can do it to read the budget entirely, which Duncan also noted Mr. Gale does.      The Cap Bank resolution was also discussed.
