COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN congratulated all city employees/staff that helped out with Capt. Kidd’s Pirates Weekend.    

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO stated he appreciates the meeting this morning with COWCO staff, developers, contractors, etc. as this was the first time he could ask questions of COWCO.     Maschio feels the City can move forward in a positive manner after this meeting.

COUNCILMAN McCULLION reminded all of “Ticket or Click It” for the next two weeks.    McCullion  attended Capt. Kidd’s Pirate Weekend and stated it was very nice and well attended.     McCullion represented the City at Morey’s Pier for the” Make A Wish” event this past weekend.     

COUNCILMAN OGEN represented the City by attending Capt. Kidd’s event noting it was a lot of fun.   Ogen reminded all to be careful this upcoming Memorial Weekend.

MAYOR HENFEY thanked McCullion and Ogen for covering for him and the City this past weekend.     Henfey noted bids will be received on the 28th for recoating of several streets.    Henfey would like to see Council award that bid on June 4th as these streets are one day projects and Henfey feels we must move forward.     Henfey stated North Wildwood was voted as a Top Ten Beaches and if anyone wishes to attend the affair to let him know.     Henfey spoke of losing a significant amount of sand at the north end during this last storm.     A cleanup is needed by the City but monies spent will be refunded by the Army Corp by a credit applied at the end.    The Mayor thanked Townsend for handling this mutual agreement.   Mayor Henfey thanked all departments involved with the recent storm – Police, Fire, Recreation, Public Works, Fire/Housing, girls in City Hall, etc. noting everyone came together.     Henfey noted pumps were used to keep Olde New Jersey and Spruce Avenues open the entire time.     A Memorial Day Service will be held at the VFW monument on Memorial Day at 10:00 AM.   Beach Writers Conference information can be found on our website www.northwildwood.com.  Also the public hearing and second reading of the 2008 Municipal Budget will be held at a special meeting on May 27, 2008 at 10:00 AM.

PUBLIC:

EVERETT McCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue, hopes the boards will be placed down on the beach before the weekend.    Mayor Henfey stated our Public Works staff is overworked due to the storm cleanup and he is not positive.    Beach Patrol Supervisor stated they will be down at 13th Avenue by Friday.  McCorkell would appreciate an ordinance for no dogs on the seawall.    McCorkell also noted across the street from his house they are pumping water into the street for a new pool.

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, stated on the day of the recent storm he heard on the radio our City received a grant and a loan and wants to know if we accepted this.   Koch noted the loan is for $4.5 million and asked what the interest would be.     Koch was told approximately 4%.    Koch stated at last meeting a $5 million bond ordinance was approved noting all Council members voted yes.    Treasurer Ross Versaggi stated the interest per year should be about $83,000.00.      Mayor Henfey stated he and Council have done due diligence towards fiscal responsibility.   The City cannot continue to have ground water entering into our sewers causing high bills.    Henfey stated we will continue to do the streets as this is in the best interest of the City.   Koch was asked what he would do and what projects he would like not to do.     Koch wants these projects paid out of yearly tax money received.

HARRY GALE, 307 E. 25th Avenue, thanked the Mayor and Public Works for replacing the trash cans on Surf Avenue that were removed by the storm.    Gale viewed the map for new replacement streets noting 25th Avenue from Central to Atlantic is not included.    Mayor Henfey stated that block is not in that proposal.

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked what the Beach Patrol would need with a $12,000 bobcat.    Koch was informed it will be used by the medical staff and for handicap transport replacing a Jeep or pickup truck.    This vehicle gets 27 miles per gallon and looks like a supped up golf cart.     Beach Supervisor Cavalier stated the price is $9,800.00 not $12,000.00.
