PUBLIC HEARING:

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND gave an overview of the budget amounts to be raised by taxes.   Townsend also spoke of insurance, utilities, pension costs, debt service and revenue lost through State Aid causing the increase of approximately one million in this 2008 budget.      

COUNCIL PRESIDENT ROSENELLO announced this is the time and place for a public hearing on the 2008 Municipal Budget and if anyone had any comments to please raise their hands.    DENNIS GALLAGHER asked if Council is doing anything to offset another increase in the future.    Gallagher stated last year there was a $.03 cent increase.     Mayor Henfey pointed out that the City did not have an increase last year but the County did have an increase of that amount.     Rosenello noted the City is looking at extending the parking meters into the fall months.    Mayor Henfey stated the City is also looking at combining services with other towns for savings.      Gallagher stated Radio Station 101.5 spoke the other day that the Wildwood’s do without beach fees and why can’t the other towns also.   Council President Rosenello noted no one else present desired to speak and asked the City Clerk if she had received any comments or objections in writing with the Clerk stating none.      Rosenello then announced the public hearing was closed.
