COUNCILMAN MASCHIO noted the Italian Festival had great weather and was well attended.    Maschio spoke about Cameron’s Surfing Contest as he is a 15 month old with some medical problems.     Maschio hopes all can attend as this is a very worthwhile event.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER wished all a Happy 4th of July.

COUNCILMAN OGEN also wished all a Happy 4th and wants all to watch their driving this holiday.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN requested the City Clerk forward a copy of new Ordinance #1539 to the Planning/Zoning Secretary.

MAYOR HENFEY thanked all Departments and all who helped with the recent Italian Festival.     Henfey also thanked McCullion for his participation in the North Wildwood Methodist Church recent event.    Henfey announced upcoming events including 4th of July Parade with a Pooch Parade, first concert with the Tramps on Saturday the 5th, Miss North Wildwood event on the 9th, crowning of Miss North Wildwood on the 10th, Beschen-Callahan Lifeguard Races on the 11th and Anglesea Fire Company Barbeque Festival on the 11th, 12th and 13th.   Henfey hopes all visitors and residents can attend as many of these events as possible.

PUBLIC:

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, questioned who is Orange Shark with the answer given as the old Shady O’s on Olde New Jersey Avenue.    Koch asked for an update on Morey’s fine dining liquor license.    Koch also asked how the 22nd and Boardwalk Pier project is progressing.    Koch was informed the new director in Trenton is currently moving towards a CAFRA permit for this project.    Koch noted the 15th and New Jersey home is looking good and probably the neighbors are thankful.    Koch asked if our City can use sandbagging to help with our beach flooding as this is currently being done out west with their flooding.    Koch stated the entrance sign to North Wildwood on West Spruce Avenue is hard to read as you must almost have to stop your car.     Koch feels the New Jersey Avenue and West Chestnut Avenue lot would be good for the City to purchase as this lot would appreciate in value and add to our parking in that area.      Koch questioned the $4.5 million loan asking why a resolution was not done.    The City Clerk will obtain copies and forward to Mr. Koch.      Koch would like to see more safety signs placed on Kennedy Drive and also at 17th and Surf with the Mayor looking into this matter.  Koch noted it won’t hurt to add these signs to these locations.

HARRY GALE, 307 E. 25th Avenue, noted 17th and Surf is marked in the crosswalk and all drivers must stop for pedestrians crossing the street.     Gale asked about the State taking away beach curfews with the Administrator stating the DEP is looking at that situation.    Duncan noted the State Parks are not open for access 24 hours a day.   Mayor Henfey stated he is not in favor of the beach being open after 10:00 PM.    Gale stated he is curious as to how Avalon has emergency beach replenishment with the Administrator noting they already have their permits as a state permit is issued for 5 years and a federal permit is issued for 10 years.    North Wildwood is still trying to get their DEP permits.     Gale also noted Ocean City is paying their residents to recycle by offering credits to them.    Gale asked if North Wildwood is considering that same option with the answer being given that we have no funding for that currently.    Gale takes a few residents to medical procedures and asked if North Wildwood could offer that service.    Mayor  Henfey stated through the County taxes they provide those services and it would be too expensive for the city to do that.     
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JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked if North Wildwood still has money in place for our beach replenishment project with the answer being yes.
