Members Present:   Present were Mayor William Henfey, President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Robert McCullion, Edwin Koehler, Joseph Duncan, Kellyann Tolomeo, Richard Ogen and Robert Maschio.    Also present were City Administrator Raymond Townsend and Solicitor William Kaufmann.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT ROSENELLO stated the new hire for the Fire Department will be moved to between the minutes and communications today.    Also one added appointment to the Beach Patrol.      Discussion was held regarding the third resolution with McCullion stating people are complaining about taxes and it has become a crisis.  Mayor Henfey feels public safety is very important and well worth the investment.   Duncan noted Wildwood and West Wildwood are in the same position with their Fire Departments.     Duncan is happy the focus will be on paid career firemen and feels this is more likely to come to an agreement to benefit all.    Koehler and Duncan both stated their intention is to have no more hires until this survey is complete.     Rosenello noted we have strong commitments from Wildwood and West Wildwood.   Maschio stated  the economy has changed a lot in ten years since the last study on the Fire Departments were completed.

COUNCILPERSON TOLOMEO asked why and who determines “TBD” salary  noted on a new hire form presented for approval this morning..    Tolomeo was informed it would be the Finance Committee.   Tolomeo also stated she did not know our payroll clerk was leaving the City so soon.     Administrator Townsend stated it is not known exactly when that clerk will be leaving for retirement.   This transfer from the Police Department Clerk moving into the Finance Department as a clerk will happen on August 4th.      

COUNCILPERSON KOEHLER asked if the City recruits lifeguards at our two local high schools.    Rosenello noted the Beach Patrol has lost four of their staff in the last two weeks.     Duncan stated he knows Tony Cavalier does recruitment at local swim meets for new staff.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated he contacted our County Fair Free personnel to see if Resolution #2 is supported by them with them stating yes and they would appreciate our support.

MAYOR HENFEY passed out to Council members drawings for Surf Avenue noting there will be white stripping on the crosswalks from 18th to 26th Avenue.    New curbs and gutters are included along with an eight foot pedestrian walkway.    The new design will add 144 parking places in the center area and moving the bike path to the curbs.

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO congratulated all Department Heads for help with the Barbeque Festival noting we had good food, good weather and no incidents.   Maschio stated he is proud of what North Wildwood has made of this festival.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO also thanked everyone for their help with the Barbeque Festival.

COUNCILMAN McCULLION also mentioned the Vietnam Wall in Wildwood, great Barbeque Festival and a car show on July 26th on the Boardwalk.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER congratulated all who worked on the Barbeque Festival especially our Public Works staff as they did a great job cleaning up each morning.

Mayor thanked all departments involved including Police, Fire/EMT’s, Public Works, etc.   Henfey also congratulated our Lifeguards on their 2nd place win in the recent races.    All are invited to the Vietnam Wall opening ceremony.
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PUBLIC:

EVERETT McCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue, spoke about the upcoming car show and also the recent riptides on Saturday especially noting a female lifeguard as outstanding.   McCorkell asked about the project on Surf Avenue with parking to be in the middle instead of the curb sides.    Engineer Petrella stated this should not be a problem with the parking sites.   

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, spoke of the $1.5 million Bond Ordinance for the seawall and asked what happened to the other money for the seawall project.    Koch noted a resolution only says a grant not a loan.   

HARRY GALE, 307 E. 25th Avenue, applauded Council for reducing the payroll numbers.     Gale asked about the State requiring beaches to stay open with City Administrator stating the State is reassessing that opinion.    Gale asked about the purchase of gasoline for the City vehicles.   Gale was told the City is part of a co-op with the County which includes a two year contract with no payment of road tax and other taxes.    Public Works Supervisor Wozunk stated the current price if $3.63 for super and $4.06 for diesel fuel.    Mayor Henfey spoke about an electric car that public works purchased that looks like a miniature pickup truck.    This vehicle is being used daily.   Gale also has noticed Waste Management staff leaving trash falling out of their truck and also out of cans and not cleaning it up.
