The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1540 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.   Jim Koch, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked if this was the same Ordinance that was introduced two meetings ago with the answer being yes – July 15th.      City Administrator Townsend gave an overview of the seawall project coming in at a higher figure than anticipated.      Council President Rosenello then asked the Clerk if she had received any objections in writing, the Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Duncan, that Ordinance No. 1540 be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No.1540 duly adopted.

The Clerk read Ordinance No. 1541 by its title, as required by Law, known as “A Bond Ordinance Providing for the Acquisition of Certain Property in and by the City of North wildwood, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, Appropriating $350,000 therefor and Authorizing the Issuance of $332,500 Bonds or Notes of the City to Finance Part of the Cost Thereof.”    This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1541 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.   Jim Koch, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked about the $350,000.00 bond with Mayor Henfey explaining the City had to appropriated this money for a property to be placed in the County Open Space program.    The County will be reimbursing this cost to City at settlement and then leasing the property to the City for $1.00 per year.    The property is located at 229 E. 1st Avenue and is a 75’ x 100’ lot in the Conservation Zone. Council President Rosenello then asked the Clerk if she had received any objections in writing, the Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

On a motion by McCullion, seconded by Duncan, that Ordinance No 1541 be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1541 duly adopted.
