ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND reviewed Resolution #4 regarding the Audit Report for 2007.    Koehler noted that overall the audit report is more than acceptable but he has a problem with the timing.    Koehler has spoken with the Auditor, Ross Versaggi CFO and Administrator Townsend.    Koehler feels this is a good project for the Finance Committee to start asking questions if the audit is not completed by June 30th next year.    Versaggi stated he will try and have it completed by April or May 2009. Resolution #11 regarding Shared Services Agreement with the County was explained  by Townsend.     Mayor Henfey stated he recently spoke to the County Administrator and in some circumstances the County is in need of a hearing officer due to conflicts and has had to hire outside officers to come in.     This agreement is for five hearings and five investigations.     Townsend explained the usual cost to hire on the outside to the City can be anywhere from $1,000 to $3,000 per event.     

MAYOR HENFEY noted he has found out our Recreation Center is not contracted with the American Red Cross to be a limited shelter in an emergency.    Henfey feels it is important to partner with this organization and sign an agreement.    No money is needed, just application, maintaining the building, etc.    Duncan asked how far do they bring people in from adjoining communities with answer being local area only.     All present were in agreement to add an additional Resolution this evening for the American Red Cross.     

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated the front Central Avenue shrubs at the Recreation Building are a haven for a lot of birds leaving a lot of residue.   These shrubs are getting too large and the Recreation Department has requested they be removed.     Parks Supervisor Steve Murray agrees and does not suggest more planting in that area. Bicycle racks will be moved to fill this area.     All agreed to this removal.      Townsend also brought up the City owns a hay wagon that has been used in the past for special events but not used for several years.     Townsend is requesting this wagon be placed on the list for our auction sale with GovDeals.      All present were in favor and agreed to have the wagon added to the new GovDeals Resolution this evening.     Solicitor agreed and asked for it to be noted on the auction as “no guarantees” and “as is.”       Townsend also noted Resolution #7 is a duplicate of Resolution #3 so #7 will be deleted.     Resolution #10 is a contract for maintenance on our generators for three years at a cost of $2,520.00 per year.     This provides 24 hour emergency service, checking and maintaining them all.   This will be approved this evening contingent upon the Solicitor’s final review.    Also under communications #2 is to be listed as a two day event occurring on October 11th and 12th.      

MAYOR HENFEY noted the City has several beach surfing contests and does not charge any fees for these.     Henfey feels something should be charged at least for trash left behind on the beach.    Henfey stated we cannot continue to do these events without 
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some sort of fees established but noted they should not be exorbitant fees.           Mayor Henfey also stated we are moving ahead with our beach replenishment.     Henfey attended a meeting recently and a couple of days later spoke to the Deputy Commissioner and was informed our permit is forthcoming.
