Townsend is asking for this new resolution to be added to the agenda today.    Townsend explained at the end of rounds 1,2 and 3 the city obligation is 119.    Round 3 are growth number obligations the City anticipates.     From the 119 number the City is allowed to minus a portion of our rehabilitated units and a portion of Marina Bay units.  The City is now down to 12 units needed for compliance.     Townsend spoke of zoning changes to allow accessory apartments in our R-2 zoning and these would qualify for low-moderate units.    These must be dedicated – deed restricted.    Discussion was held about changes to these areas.     Townsend noted Mayor Henfey wrote a letter to our legislators and also to COAH listing areas of concern for beach towns.      This plan will be good until 2018 but the City must pass this resolution today.      All were in agreement to add this resolution to agenda today.
