CAUCUS MEETING

NOVEMBER 18, 2008

9:30 A.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor William Henfey, Acting President of Council Robert McCullion, Councilmen Edwin Koehler, Joseph Duncan, Richard Ogen and Robert Maschio.   Councilwoman Kellyann Tolomeo and President of Council Patrick Rosenello were absent.  Also present were City Administrator Raymond Townsend, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ACTING PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL MCCULLION said that he hoped that the business of caucus and regular meetings could be moved through quickly so that all who desired could attend the viewing for Ross Versaggi Sr.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND reminded Council that for the past 2 years the City has used the Fair and Open Process for its professional services contracts and asked Council members if they wished to proceed in the same manner for 2009.  Townsend explained how the RFP has been advertised in the past and Council agreed that the same process should be followed for 2009.  Solicitor Kaufmann then asked for a list of the contracts involved.  Townsend also noted the desire of all present to attend Mr. Versaggi’s viewing today.  Townsend mentioned that at the League of Municipalities Convention in Atlantic City there is a meeting for JIF members which is good for all Councilpersons to attend, because of the $250 discount which member communities receive by attending.  

MAYOR HENFEY said that he has received a letter from Mr. Buckley of FEMA stating that North Wildwood residents would continue to receive a 15% discount on flood insurance, due to Ralph Petrella’s hard work in developing the updated Floodplain Management Plan.  Henfey also said that he has received a request from the Jaycees for a representative of the City to be in attendance at the Jaycees Christmas Parade.  That parade is the same evening as the North Wildwood Tree Lighting Ceremony, which the Mayor will be attending, and he asked if anyone else might be willing to go to the Jaycees Parade.   Henfey said that after reviewing various City streets with Jim Verna, an application was prepared for a DOT grant for the section of Maryland Avenue just south of Spruce Avenue, and DOT has responded with a grant of $160,000 to be used for that project.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND explained that Communication #5 should be approved only if contingent upon receipt of adequate insurance, and Communication #7 should be approved with the understanding that the State may require additional changes to the tickets involved in the raffle.  Townsend thanked Ralph Petrella for his work with the Floodplain Management Plan included in Resolution #4.   Townsend said that Resolution #5 deals with COAH housing requirements based on the Mt. Laurel decisions.  Each municipality is required to provide sufficient low/moderate income housing with the previous two steps having been for existing communities and developments, and the current stage #3 dealing with growing areas.  He said the procedures are being challenged a number of municipalities, the League of Municipalities, etc.  Some parts of the law have been changed already, and more changes could be forthcoming, but in the meantime the City should proceed with the contract in Resolution #5 to meet the State’s December 31 deadline.  Townsend said that there are petitions to extend this deadline, based on the fact that the State is forcing municipalities to comply with rules that have not even been codified yet.  Mayor Henfey expressed the opinion that we should not wait to see if there would be an extension.  Townsend said that he has no fear of retribution from the State if the City does not proceed, but there could be indirect consequences, such as builders’ remedy suits, which could severely impact the City’s zoning laws.  These suits could make zoning laws come under state review and control and would change density requirements for the sites in question.  Townsend gave the example of another municipality where a builder’s remedy suit had affected various lots, spread throughout the community, making several sites overcrowded in different areas instead of in one concentrated district.  Townsend said the contract involved in Resolution #5 is like a flu shot—if we do it now we can perhaps prevent problems later.  The contract is for a little over $25,000.
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ACTING PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL MCCULLION asked if the contract could be changed in any way if the State does grant an extension to the deadline, with Townsend responding that there is no way of knowing what the State will do at this point, but that he does not anticipate any problems with Remington Vernick if changes are made by the State.  

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN said that the City should proceed with this contract to show the State that the City is attempting to comply with current requirements and if there are any changes in the future they can be addressed at that time.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND mentioned that a builder’s remedy suit in Somers Point had cost that City very much in legal fees. 

JUDGE LOUIS J. BELASCO swore in COUNCILMAN RICK OGEN to fill the unexpired term of 1st Ward Councilperson to which he was elected on November 4, 2008.

On a motion by Maschio, seconded by Duncan, that caucus now be adjourned until the regular meeting begins at 10:00 AM.      Carried.   9:55 AM
