COUNCILMAN McCULLION congratulated Tolomeo and also Ogen who was reelected and sworn in after the November election.     McCullion thanked his wife who has supported him in his 24 years on Council and said he is proud to represent the citizens of the City.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER expressed congratulations to Tolomeo and McCullion.  Koehler said that campaigns are about promises and governing is about achievements and these councilpersons have done much service for the City.     Koehler looks forward to the coming year.

COUNCILMAN OGEN offered congratulations to Tolomeo and McCullion and wished all a Happy New Year.

ENGINEER PETRELLA congratulated all who were reelected. 
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN thanked Council for his reappointment as City Solicitor.

MAYOR HENFEY congratulated McCullion, Tolomeo and Ogen on their reelections and Rosenello elected as Council President for 2009.    “As everyone knows, we have started the Budget Process for 2009.  Just like every household in our City, the economy is affecting the City’s budget.  Our growth is down while our expenses are up.  It will take all of us working together as we have done in the past, along with the Administrative staff & our Department Heads to prepare a budget our tax payers can afford.   We have completed numerous Improvement Projects during 2008.    Since 1/1/06, the start of this street program, we have either resurfaced or completely reconstructed approx. 84 blocks.     For 2009 we have approved & funded the following projects:

· ADA Seawall access ramp, Pine & Olde NJ.

· Completion of Surf Ave. – 26th to 18th .

· Complete Street reconstruction with an additional 10 blocks under the USDA Program.

· Complete reconstruction of New York Avenue – 26th to 10th, and Delaware, 2nd to Spruce.  Also a USDA project.

· Total reconstruction of Maryland Ave. closest to Spruce.  This is a DOT grant project.

· Reconstruction of Central Ave. – 26th to 23rd, plus add alternates. 

· Beach replenishment.

· Final phase of seawall.

· City Hall/Court/Police Dept. renovations will make both buildings more ADA accessible and the new Court room will meet State standards for security. This project was partially funded by a USDA grant. 

I know we are doing a lot of work, but I want to assure you that we are working with our CFO and our Auditor to make sure we manage these projects as to not spike the tax rate as we retire old projects we bring on these new projects.”      

Henfey also mentioned that the Fire Department has received a $100,000 grant from the Federal Government for diesel exhaust systems in the firehouses.  Henfey finished by thanking all Department Heads in the City who are consistently asked to do more with less, and also the many volunteers, employees and residents who help out in the City and wished all a Happy New Year 2009.
