Closed Meeting – Litigation 

The above resolution was offered by Duncan, seconded by McCullion, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared the resolution duly adopted. 

On a motion by Duncan, seconded by Koehler, that Council now return to open session. Carried.    6:24 PM

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that Ordinance 1554 on the agenda for tonight’s meeting needs to be amended in the following manner:  the item “Lead Deputy Municipal Emergency Coordinator” should be deleted and the item “Recreation Program Coordinator” should have the range maximum increased to $60,000.   Townsend stated that Resolution #1 authorizes the creation of a dedicated trust fund, and explained the example of the 17th Avenue parking lot-that the money collected would be used and controlled by the City for loans for future projects, etc.  The problem has been that the UEZ Authority never identified an acceptable document/resolution to authorize the creation of this trust fund, but the City now has this resolution, which the UEZ Authority has indicated is acceptable.  Resolution #7 is in connection with the $100,000 grant obtained from the Federal Government, and will be used for the paid Fire Department and the two volunteer departments.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the government mandated these exhaust extraction systems three years ago and the project has been included in the capital budget but now the City has obtained the grant to pay for it.  

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that Resolution #8 involves an application to the New Jersey Environmental Infrastructure Trust to fund projects such as clean water, sewer collection, etc.  The City got good rates for financing, 2.1% for 20 years (which can be shortened), and the application deadline is March 2, even though the City is not sure which projects would be involved yet.  Some New Jersey stimulus money could be available and Townsend asked that Council give authorization to make the application by the March 2nd deadline.  Engineer Petrella stated that the interest rate with the stimulus money would possibly be 0%, and although the application must be done by March 2 no projects would be ready for bid that soon.  Mayor Henfey stated that the City will not spend money on a wish list but has other projects to finish first and may need to slow down on street reconstruction projects.

COUNCILMAN MCCULLION asked if there have been any grease problems after the new ordinance was passed last year. 

PUBLIC WORKS SUPERINTENDENT WOZUNK stated that there has been slight coagulation at 11th Avenue but the Boardwalk has been cleaned up.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that Resolution #9 awards a contract for the Central Avenue Reconstruction project contingent on review by the City Solicitor.  We have an apparent low bidder in Asphalt Paving Systems.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the base bid included 23rd to 26th Avenues with alternate bids back to 21st and eventually the City would like to do all the way north to 17th Avenue.  The total base bid was $658,000, and in all phases of the project Asphalt Paving was the lowest bidder.  The project could involve more streets north of 23rd without having to obtain new bids.  Henfey noted that the Wildwood Water Utility has already awarded their portion of the contract.  

CAUCUS MEETING

FEBRUARY 3, 2009

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND and MAYOR HENFEY asked if anyone would be able to attend an Energy Management Meeting on Feb 18 from 11 AM to 1 PM with Tax Collector Todd Burkey.  Henfey stated that the meeting is in connection with the Board of Public Utilities and their grant program for municipalities to carry out “green” initiatives, etc.

MAYOR HENFEY asked if anyone could attend the Polar Bear Plunge on Feb. 28, as he will be away on vacation.  Henfey also reminded all present that the City is hosting the Cape May County League of Municipalities dinner at Westy’s on Feb. 24 and hoped that the host city would have a good showing.  

ERIC SHENKUS of Anglesea Fire Company said that a big problem the BBQ Festival had in 2008 was accommodating the huge crowds and outlined some changes for the festival this year.  All BBQ competitors will be moved from the firehouse area to the Spruce Avenue parking lot, which will take pressure off the stage area and expand the entire event.  Shenkus asked if Council would approve the use of the Spruce Avenue parking lot due to the growth of the event.  Shenkus also stated that the festival would like to have shuttle buses this year, as thousands are being attracted to this event.  

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO asked if the vendors would stretch from Spruce Avenue to 2nd Avenue.

ERIC SHENKUS stated that the BBQ Festival is different from the Irish Festival in that the BBQ Festival has food vendors from 2nd to 1st Avenues, a military presence with special displays from 1st to Walnut Avenues, and crafters from Walnut to Spruce Avenues.  It is anticipated that this year will be the same with Spruce Avenue being kept open to allow traffic to pass through.  In this setup the event will be anchored at each end, with the stage being at 2nd Avenue and the BBQ competitors at Spruce Avenue.  Shenkus added that the event has more and more interest each year since its beginning 11 years ago.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the City would lose the revenue from the Spruce Avenue lot for the weekend, but the businesses towards Spruce Avenue would benefit from more traffic that way, and the shuttle services could be used for the businesses at the north end of Olde New Jersey Avenue as well as for the BBQ Festival.

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN asked how the 1st Avenue parking lot would be set up.

ERIC SHENKUS explained that the lot would be more spread out, with bleachers, tables and a tent.  It was very crowded before and now will be more comfortable.  Council is being made aware of this new plan early in the year because applications need to go out to competitors this month. 

MAYOR HENFEY stated that there are plans to increase the size of the prizes.

ERIC SHENKUS stated that the competition can also now be increased to 64 competitors which would make the event bigger and increase the status of the event in the eyes on the National BBQ Association, which recognizes this event as the New Jersey State Championship as proclaimed by the Governor. 

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that the ordinance amending the Solid Waste Ordinance will be pulled from tonight’s agenda, as there are more issues to be clarified.  Our current solid waste contract expires on April 19 and Council has already authorized to go to bid but the bid specs are still being worked on.  Issues include attempting to have more standardized containers, attempting to control commercial aspects of collection, and reducing the number of containers allowable to a maximum of 5 per residence.  Another change would be to require commercial properties to have a 2 cubic yard dumpster, which is the equivalent of 10-12 32-gallon trashcans, making it easier for the contractor than picking up 30 or 40 trashcans.  A waiver would be allowed for smaller commercial sites to have a 96-gallon container, thus maintaining standard sized containers throughout the City.  
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SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the last time the City went out to bid for solid waste collection there were seven different contract options, but this time there will be only two:  A 20-month contract with three (3) 1-year options; and a straight 5-year contract.  Also included will be fuel price adjustment clause.  

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that solid waste contracts are highly affected by fuel prices and this clause will have a fuel-escalator charge for a monthly fuel adjustment that will allow contractors to put in bids without having to guess about future fuel prices.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO asked about trash collection for condominium associations.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND explained that they will be treated the same as normal residences, with the allowance of 5 trashcans per residence.  The Association will not be allowed to have more than 10 trashcans at curbside, however, and would need to have a dumpster or the 96-gallon containers.  This will make the City look cleaner and allow the contractor to collect more quickly.

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN asked if residents can also use the 96-gallon containers.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND answered that residents can use the 96-gallon containers and the contractor can provide these or they could be purchased if compatible.  Townsend explained that the bids must be advertised 60 days before being received and it is hoped that a contract can be awarded by the first meeting in April.  The proposed changes to the Solid Waste Ordinance will be included in the bid specs so that prospective bidders will be aware of the changes.  

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO asked if other municipalities could bid on this contract.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that they could, and he believes there are 3 possible bidders at the moment.  Townsend said that although residences are limited to 5 trashcans there is presently no limit on recycling containers, which is an issue that could be brought up in the future.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the proposal by the Anglesea Fire Company to use the Spruce Avenue parking lot during the BBQ Festival should be added to tonight’s agenda as Communication #2.  

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO asked how many parking spaces are in that lot.

ERIC SHENKUS stated that there are 154.

On a motion by Duncan, seconded by Koehler, that caucus now be adjourned for a five minute break before the regular meeting begins.      Carried.     7:03 PM

The Police Department responded within one minute and the Fire Department in 2 minutes, with the victim being treated and transported to the hospital in a professional and kind manner, and the City employees are to be commended.  Henfey also stated that he had received a letter from Beach Patrol Chief Tony Cavalier, who wrote that his wife Joan had an allergic reaction on Jan. 29.  Cavalier called 911, with the Police Department and Fire Department both responding in minutes and assisting Mrs. Cavalier.  Police Officer Vendetta and Firefighters Snyder and Waskiewicz are to be commended for their actions.  Henfey thanked the Fire Department also for their assistance with the Polar Bear Plunge.

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Maschio, authorizing payment of all approved vouchers.    Carried.   As per Resolution #09-09, all bills listed below be paid and warrants drawn by the proper officers for the stated amounts.

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN OGEN wished everyone a Happy Valentine’s Day.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the money for the reconstruction of Central Avenue has already been appropriated through a bond ordinance last year.

PUBLIC:

JOE DORIS, 205 Olde New Jersey Avenue, owner of the Curiosity Shop, stated that according to the newspaper it seems that everyone is in favor of the proposed Business Improvement District (BID) in Anglesea, but that everyone that he has spoken to is against it, with the exception of two businesses in the area, JP Prime Restaurant and the Skate Shop.  The people who work at the Skate Shop are not the owners of the property, but Mr. Lerro, the owner of the property, is against the BID also.  Doris stated that this is a bad time to be increasing fees and/or placing new taxes, with the economy being so bad, and he would be paying out-of-pocket money for the new BID.  Doris stated that there is nothing to gain from creating a BID at this time and repeated that all businesses on Olde New Jersey and on Spruce Avenue are against it.  Doris stated that the BID might be better if it had come at a different time, but right now everyone is against it. 
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MAYOR HENFEY said that Council members have an open mind about the matter, with no preconceptions and no set agenda yet regarding the creation of the BID.  Henfey stated that the City is looking for ways to alleviate pressure on the taxpayers of the City for paying for Special Events, that the governing body will make an intelligent decision when the time comes and that the BID will not be shoved down the throats of the business owners.  Henfey stated that the proposed creation of the BID was not intended to upset anyone and that it looked good at the time it was proposed.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the budget was discussed this morning and the City is trying to offset expenses in the Entertainment District with the beneficiaries of the Special Events contributing more to the costs, making it fairer to taxpayers not in that area.  

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked if Cafiero & Balliette are still the City Solicitors because Resolution #5 awarded a contract to Stagliano, DeWeese &Fuscellaro.  Koch asked about the progress of the beach replenishment project.  President of Council Rosenello explained that the CAFRA permit was obtained around Christmas after a lengthy process.  Mayor Henfey stated that he had met with the DEP and discussed the costs of the mobilization process, with the bringing in of barges and dredges, and that the City could perhaps join up with other projects to help reduce the mobilization costs, and could also reduce the cost of the sand.  Strathmere, Sea Isle City and Stone Harbor are all in varying phases of projects at the present, and the City could marry up with them, with the probable start date of Fall 2009.  Koch asked if the money is still in place for the project with the answer being yes.  Koch asked why wood was placed on the walkway at 2nd & Kennedy, with the answer being that the City’s Insurance Company required it.  Koch stated that the outfall line at the 2nd Avenue beach is half gone and this will cause garbage to be on the beach if it is not repaired.  Mayor Henfey stated that the repair of the outfall line is part of the beach replenishment contract and will be taken care of with that project, and that aggressive street cleaning will reduce the amount of garbage that washes down that pipe.  Koch stated that he had read an article about City Auditor Leon Costello and that the City can go on an 11-month year to help reduce the budget.  Koch asked about the 300 year-round employees that were promised for the redevelopment project at 22nd Avenue.   President of Council Rosenello explained that the conditional redeveloper is still moving forward with the project and that a meeting is on schedule for tomorrow morning.  Koch asked if the Moreys are ever going to open a first class restaurant on the pier or was the promise of that just sugarcoating so that they could obtain a liquor license.  President of Council Rosenello stated that he and his family eat on the pier regularly in the summer and that he will be meeting shortly with the Moreys about a new project.  Koch asked why new street signs are only on the west side with the answer being that the project is on going and is being done in-house.  Koch asked why are there port-a-potties during special events but no hand-washing facilities.  Councilman McCullion explained that there was a faucet with drain at 1st & Olde New Jersey during the Irish Festival, with a sign for employees to wash their hands before returning to work.

EVERETT MCCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue, asked about the budget, with the answer being that the City is waiting for the Governor and that it will probably be introduced in April.  McCorkell stated that many businesses are cutting staff and it seems that we continue to spend and don’t cut.

AL WHEELER, 320 E. 5th Avenue, stated that he didn’t have an agenda and wanted to know if all things in the budget are looked at under a microscope.  Wheeler admonished Council to take the process seriously.  President of Council Rosenello explained that there was a budget meeting this morning and that looking at the budget is a constant task for Council members.  Council is reviewing 2008 expenditures, awaiting 2009 projections, has cut at least 6 positions through attrition and looks year-round at ways to reduce costs.  Wheeler said that others see what he sees and it is annoying to see two supervisor vehicles parked together and it takes away his enjoyment as a taxpayer.  President of Council Rosenello explained that the City has approximately 5,000 year round residents but when averaging in our summer visitors the population comes out to about 40,000.  Administrator Townsend stated the County uses 66,000 as an average for
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North Wildwood.  Wheeler stated that Congress uses total highway miles when averaging total highway deaths, so just increasing the miles makes the average death number seem less. President of Council Rosenello explained that the best way to see if residents are satisfied is to receive letters such as the Mayor read this evening, from grateful residents who express appreciation for the good job that the City is doing.  Wheeler stated that residents expect that kind of response and count on Council to provide them with a realistic budget.  Solicitor Kaufmann stated that we do not know what the message or response was from the dispatcher when the two supervisors were together.  Mayor Henfey said that the City has over 7,700 line items, is the 3rd largest in the County, and must always be prepared as if all the properties were occupied.  Henfey stated that residents expect good and prompt service, that he ran for mayor on a platform of good quality of life and shame on the governing body if the City does not provide it. 

JOE DORIS, 205 Olde New Jersey Avenue, stated that Middle Township Police Officers are always parked at the bottom of the Grassy Sound bridge, preying on North Wildwood drivers leaving the island and it is a sad shame and a disservice to the residents of Middle Township.  Mayor Henfey asked Police Chief Matteucci to look into this situation.

EVERETT MCCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue, stated that he has seen two Middle Township Patrol cars at the bottom of the bridge at 4:45 AM in the pouring rain.

ADJOURNMENT:
