CAUCUS MEETING

FEBRUARY 17, 2009

9:30 A.M.
Members Present:  Present were President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Robert McCullion, Edwin Koehler, Joseph Duncan, Robert Maschio, Richard Ogen and Kellyann Tolomeo.    Mayor William Henfey was not present.  Also present were City Administrator Raymond Townsend, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that he has received and is reviewing budget information for COWCO.  The question is whether the City will remain involved or go out on its own with a new construction office.  More details still need to be worked out.  Townsend asked if continuing with the sound system would need a resolution from the governing body.  Townsend explained that Resolution #1 on this morning’s regular meeting agenda involves bids for pay stations or kiosks on Surf Avenue and the 15th Avenue Parking Lot.  These machines will accept coins, bills or credit cards and will provide a receipt for the purchaser to place on the dashboard.  Resolution #3 is in response to a JIF request that the City identify employees who are serving on County Task Forces or Teams.  The request was that each municipality adopt a resolution identifying these employees.  Resolution #4 is for HVAC Preventative Maintenance Services, which has been bid out previously.   Resolution #5 is for Pest Control Services for the City.  It is hoped that the City can get a better contract than the current one.  Resolution #6 is to provide Vending Machines throughout the City on City properties, such as the Recreation Center, City Hall, 5th Avenue Boat Ramp, etc.  Townsend stated that it will be easier to bid it out as a space rental rather than worry about going through receipts, etc.  

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN asked how is the price per space determined?

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that from past years the City has an idea about how much each machine space should be worth.  Resolution #7 is for bidding out the summer concert arrangements.  For summer concerts, agents book the events but the price in the past exceeded the bid threshold so this bid is necessary but this will not affect the quality of the events because the City will identify the desired performers and the agent will need to book those performers.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that he would like a Resolution #8 added to the agenda, awarding the contract for Site Lighting on Surf Avenue to Turtle & Hughes, Inc., contingent upon final review by the City Solicitor.  

COUNCILMAN OGEN stated that the Special Event application for the Ocean Drive Marathon states “fundraising” as its purpose and suggested that the City require more specific information. 

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that the Recreation Department receives the applications and forwards them to Department Heads for approvals.  Townsend stated that the Recreation Department and Ralph Johnson could see that applicants are more specific with their information. 

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN recalled that someone collecting for an event in the past seemed to be unaffiliated with any specific organization, and in such cases the City should require more information or verification.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO stated that she had met with the Recreation Commission and wanted to provide some information to the other members of Council.  An employee from the Recreation Department opens and locks the playground at Allen Park on Sundays.  Since this is their day off, they get paid 2 hours wages for doing this.  Tolomeo asked that perhaps the Police Department could do the unlocking and locking on Sundays, thereby saving some money.  Tolomeo stated that for certain events at the Recreation Center, the fees charged are different based on the event.  For example, the bugle players pay $75/hour to use the facility.  The Wildwood Catholic HS After-Prom pays $600 from midnight until 5 AM.  The Optimist Club normally makes a donation for their Basketball Tournament, and the Recreation Department asked for $1,500 for 
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the 4-day event but will accept $1,000.  The Optimist Club used to pay the salary of the maintenance man at Wildwood Catholic HS when the tournament was held there.   Tolomeo stated that there seems to be no set fees for these events.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that fees should be set by ordinance and only Council can change or waive the fees.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that the fees that are set by ordinance probably do not cover all of the various events that take place in the City.

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO stated that the Recreation Commission has been setting the fees over the years.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that the situation needs to be reviewed by Council and fees should be set by ordinance.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO asked if the ordinance could allow the Recreation Commission to set the fees?

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that if any specific changes need to be made than they must be identified.

COUNCILMAN MASCHIO stated that some organizations have been using our facilities for years and if any changes are to be made than the organizations should be given adequate notice.  Maschio stated that one organization was given notice 3 weeks before the event that the fee was going to be different than the year before.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO asked if a letter wasn’t sent 2 months ago?

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that individual events could be handled by contract.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN requested that Council go into closed session.
