CAUCUS MEETING

MARCH 3, 2009

6:30 P.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor William Henfey, President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Joseph Duncan, Kellyann Tolomeo and Robert Maschio.    Councilmen Robert McCullion and Richard Ogen were not present. Also present were City Administrator Raymond Townsend, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that Clark Doran of the Morey Organization would like to address Council on a matter dealing with signage on Surfside Pier.  Townsend also stated that Resolution #8 on tonight’s agenda is in connection with the memorial bench program.

CLARK DORAN of the Morey Organization stated that the City Planning Board had given contingent approval, on February 11, of plans for new signage to be placed at the entrance of the pier.  These plans have been the subject of much review and redesign and now constitute a more workable design, which received unanimous Planning Board approval.  (Doran showed the plans to Council Members).  Doran stated that the Sugar Shack at the center of the entrance of the pier has a scalloped roof design, but the structures on each side are older and have different roof designs.  The plans call for two large billboard-type signs, V-shaped and double-faced.  These will make them more visible to pedestrians on the Boardwalk, with the signs reading “Surfside Pier” and “Ocean Oasis” on the faces and each will have a flag post.   Doran stated that three easements have been discussed as these signs and flag posts would be projecting over the public right-of-way.  One would be 17.35’ and the other 17.83’ with the flags.  The actual signs would be 9.5’ over.  Doran stated that a 2’ to 4’ subsurface encroachment would also be involved for support.  Doran stated that the roofs of the structures on the pier already encroach, and the plans include replacing the rooflines of the older structures with the scalloped design of the Sugar Shack.  

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN asked how much of a gap there will be between these signs/flags and the buildings on the opposite side of the boardwalk.

CLARK DORAN stated that the boardwalk at that point is 50’ wide so there would still be plenty of room for emergency vehicles to pass, etc.   Doran requested that Council pass an ordinance granting the easements for these signs in time for the project to be completed before the season, if possible passing on 1st Reading in the Regular Meeting tonight.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that an ordinance could be introduced by title only, “Authorizing Grant Of Easement For Valuable Consideration To Morey Organization, Inc.”  Kaufmann stated that this easement requires the passage of an ordinance.  

MAYOR HENFEY asked if the signs would interfere with the Police cameras on the Boardwalk?  Henfey noted that Police Chief Matteucci is on the Planning Board.  It is probable that there will be no interference.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND asked Doran if plans could be made available to Council Members, with Doran responding affirmatively.  

DEPUTY CITY CLERK stated that if the ordinance is to be passed on second reading at the next Council Meeting, then sufficient time would be needed for advertisement.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that some language still needed to be cleaned up.

MAYOR HENFEY asked if the language in the actual ordinance is different from the easement agreement.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN replied that the ordinance authorizes the easement agreement.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO asked if an ordinance could be introduced tonight, by title only, with Kaufmann responding affirmatively. 
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MAYOR HENFEY stated that the Police Chief has written a letter requesting three deputy OEM coordinators, with possibly a fourth in the future.  These deputy coordinators would be Fire Chief Paul Evangelista, Thomas Fox and Michael Dowling.  It is possible that a Civilian Emergency Response Team would be formed.  The Police Chief serves as OEM Coordinator at no additional pay and he would like to name Michael Dowling as a deputy coordinator and part-time employee at $300 per month to oversee day-to-day operations, such as monitoring the tides, contacting police, etc.   Henfey stated that he will bring these appointments up at the next meeting.  Henfey asked if Solicitor Kaufmann had reviewed the PARIS Grant Agreement that is on tonight’s agenda, with Kaufmann responding affirmatively.  Henfey stated that there is a COAH meeting at the Dennis Township Municipal Building on Friday night at 6 PM, and a Coast Guard Windmill Meeting tomorrow.  Henfey stated that Resolution #3 on tonight’s agenda, regarding the USDA Phase III Grant, is an authorization to submit the application and accept a grant and/or loan.  Henfey feels that the City should move forward with the application and hopes that with the Stimulus package there may be good terms for the City.  

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the resolution is an authorization and that Council does not necessarily have to follow through with the deal if the terms are not favorable.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that it is a worthy project but the City will only accept on terms good for the City.

On a motion by Duncan, seconded by Koehler, that caucus now be adjourned until regular meeting begins.     Carried.         6:50    PM

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COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN DUNCAN stated that the Polar Bear Plunge was a success, with a good turnout, and he was happy to be part of it.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that he recognizes and acknowledges the hard work that all City departments performed during the snowstorm.  Public Works had the streets in good shape, having plowed through the night and into the next day, with good results.

ENGINEER PETRELLA thanked the Public Works Department for doing a good job with the streets.

MAYOR HENFEY thanked the Public Works Department and Supervisor Harry Wozunk, along with the Police Department and Fire Department for all their hard work during the storm.   Henfey also stated that the St. Patrick’s Day parade will be held on Saturday, March 14, with the lineup starting at 10:30 AM and the parade starting at 11:30 AM.  The starting time was moved up to accommodate one band that will march in the City’s parade and then head straight to Atlantic City for another parade.  

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that Mayor Henfey will now make a special presentation. 

MAYOR HENFEY stated that in society today most people do not want to get involved, but 13-year-old North Wildwood resident Steve Delinski did.  

POLICE CHIEF MATTEUCCI explained that last August 24 at approximately 1:45 AM three individuals jumped two others, assaulting and robbing them.  One of the victims had to be transported by helicopter to the hospital.  Steve witnessed the incident and was able to give the Police Department a description of the perpetrators, who were caught shortly thereafter and were subsequently prosecuted.  Without Steve’s help, they would not have been caught.  The victims have since recovered.  Matteucci stated that this is a good example of North Wildwood citizens caring for each other.  

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO read a Certification of Commendation, which was signed by the Mayor and President of Council.  

MAYOR HENFEY and members of Council presented Steve Delinski with the Certificate of Commendation and pictures were taken.
