Members Present:        Present were Mayor William Henfey, President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Joseph Duncan, Kellyann Tolomeo, Richard Ogen and Robert Maschio.    Councilman Robert McCullion was not present.  Also present were City Administrator Raymond Townsend, Engineer Ralph Petrella and Solicitor William Kaufmann.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND distributed “Appendix G” of the North Wildwood Beach Management Plan Effective 2009.       Townsend introduced Dianne Daly of Duffield Associates who has been working on the Management Plan for the City.     Townsend noted three items must be addressed:     1)  adopt resolution,  2)  memorandum of agreement,   3) changes to ordinances (traffic, dogs, kites on beach).    Daly spoke about vehicular traffic on the beach, namely  the protected beach from Surf Avenue to New York Avenue and the recreational beach from Surf Avenue to 26th Avenue.    From Surf to New York Avenue, no vehicles are permitted from 3/15 to 9/30. Vehicles are permitted from 9/30 through to 3/15.    Emergency vehicles are exempt.      Daly noted these rules are generally the same as Stone Harbor, Avalon and Ocean City.  Rosenello stated on a summer Saturday there may be 5000 people on the north end beach and he feels lifeguards, police, etc. would be needed.      A fenced in area is placed around the plover area which is the prohibitive/protected area.      Rosenello asked if we can put in our Ordinance that the State must provide lifeguards, police and cleaning.    Mayor Henfey noted the issue will be the entertainment area as police protect that area at night due to the entertainment area being so close.    Rosenello does not see how we can comply and feels the State should do it.      Safety was talked about in that area due to a murder several years ago.      The new seawall is walked on at all times of the day and night.    Rosenello feels the State must provide services to that area that the municipality is not permitted to provide.    Koehler noted this may open problems and feels we should just do whatever is needed.      Duncan asked about the State trapping feral cats on the beach as he has seen many and am sure they go after the plovers.    Townsend noted Council today is requesting continuous access to the north beach due to large amounts of people and the entertainment area during the summer months.     Daly and Townsend will go back to the DEP officials and note there will be a public safety problem to not allow vehicles on the north beach.       Townsend will note state cap issues and resources being cut and down yearly it will be difficult to continue to pick up trash in the area by hand.   Mayor Henfey noted the important thing is to keep the dialogue open.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated the State has asked for waiving of the hours for working on the beach project to 24 hours a day.      All members were in agreement and Solicitor Kaufmann stated this resolution can be added today to the agenda.   

CITY ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND spoke of increasing parking fees for 2009.   They currently are $.25 for 15 minutes and he would like to see $.25 for 12 minutes.    Changes are in the works or recently changed in Wildwood Crest and Wildwood.     Townsend would like to see a “not to exceed amount of $2.00 per hour” and “$3.00 per hour for parking lots” in a new ordinance.      Also parking permits adjusted to $125.00 for non-transferable and $200.00 for transferable permits.      This will be discussed again at the next meeting.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND also spoke of the requiring of direct deposit for all employees.      Currently is has been encouraged but not required.     This will make it easier to reconcile accounts and relieve personnel in the CFO office.    Crest Savings has offered to come to City Hall and open accounts for employees that are interested.    A letter will be sent out for the next pay period to all employees.     Mayor Henfey noted this is a major time saver for the City and allows funds to be available early Friday mornings.    

MAYOR HENFEY brought up ambulance billing fee changes.      Henfey would like to see this on the next agenda for a resolution or ordinance whatever the Solicitor agrees with.   

CITY ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated several legislators have introduced bills to amend or correct COAH requirements.     Local legislators and others have asked

for our support with all different language.   Townsend also noted SW 15th Avenue has a 

sewer break collapse in sewer lines and the City received good prices for repairs.      Townsend also explained resolution #2 and #3 for today’s agenda.

PUBLIC WORKS SUPERINTENDENT WOZUNK stated that on February 19 a safety breakfast was held for the 40 municipalities participating in the Atlantic County Municipal Joint Insurance Fund.  This is a shared service for these municipalities.      The City received $2,600 for the Silver Award for having improved our loss ratio on worker’s compensation insurance claims over the past three years.     Congratulations are in order for City Administrator Ray Townsend, who serves as City Fund Commissioner and also the current JIF Chairman, Lew Ostrander as Safety Officer and Maureen Thall as Claims Coordinator.    Doug Ford also received a special award for his great efforts in reducing trips and falls on the boardwalk.  Wozunk stated that the City had a good year in 2008 and is expecting great efforts in 2009 as well.
