CAUCUS MEETING

Members Present:      Present were Mayor William Henfey, President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Robert McCullion, Edwin Koehler, Kellyann Tolomeo, Richard Ogen and Robert Maschio.    Councilman Joseph Duncan was not present.   Also present were City Administrator Raymond Townsend, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that Resolution #4 on tonight’s agenda authorizes the rebidding of the Beach Umbrella Contract, having been reduced in price to $15,000 for a one-year contract.   Also Resolution #8 authorizes the rebidding of the 2009 Concert Series Contract, as problems were encountered with the original bid package.  Townsend stated that Resolution #10 is for Change Order #1 for the Police Building Project.  A new roof is needed for the entire police building, as water is coming down through the fascia panels and rotting them out.  Water has not been entering the building itself, just the fascia, including where the roof meets the new addition.  The roof is original, from 1974, and it is best to put a new roof on the entire building at this time.  The negative side of this change order is that it increases the price of the contract by $242,171.00.  The new roof will be a rubber-membrane roof.       Mayor Henfey stated that he was furious when the price for the new roof came in, but he has checked with other contractors and the price is correct.  Henfey mentioned the cost of the items involved is very high.     Administrator Townsend stated the contractor has reduced the price by 10% and that the City Engineer has researched the price and it is in line.   Councilman McCullion asked if the project engineer should have looked at the old roof before so it would not have been a surprise.      Townsend stated a new roof was not anticipated because there was no water leaking into the building.  The new roof will have external drains to perimeter gutters, not internal drains like the old roof.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the beach umbrella re-bid resolution has a reduced price and also a reduced number of stands allowed, from 20 to 12.    This will also be a one year contract  and then with the beach replenishment project we will look next year at a multi-year contract.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that Ordinance #1559, to be introduced tonight, has a maximum of $4.00 per hour for the parking meters, with hourly rates each year to be set by resolution.  Health Insurance renewal rates have come in at a 24% increase, which is unacceptable.  The Insurance carrier has agreed to extend current rates to June 1 instead of May 1st, and through negotiating it is possible that the total increase may only be $20,000 instead of $200,000.  Townsend stated that rate increases will probably come each year and it may be necessary to go out to bid for better prices.  Townsend stated that the Solid Waste Contract bids will be opened on April 15th so it is possible that a new 5 year contract could be awarded at the next meeting.

MAYOR HENFEY asked that a change order be considered for the resurfacing of the 100 block of East 6th Avenue.   This block was removed from the list last spring because the water utility needed to do pipe work there.  With the Central Avenue project going on it is possible that this block and also the 500 block of east 6th Avenue can be done at a good price.  These blocks will not be done in the summer, but in the fall.  Henfey asked that a change order be prepared for the next meeting.  Henfey also stated that micro surfacing can be done to certain streets at one-third the cost of regular resurfacing. 

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that the micro surfacing does not help much with leveling but basically puts a seal coat on the street.

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN McCULLION stated he is happy to be back from Florida and asked if the Parking Meter Pay Stations on Surf Avenue will accept credit cards, with Administrator Townsend responding that VISA, MasterCard and debit cards will be accepted.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER offered congratulations to Mr. Buccialia and the Board of Education for coming with a reduced budget for the upcoming year and exhorted all to vote on April 21.  Koehler also wished all a Happy Easter.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the City will be receiving $19,594.82 from the New Jersey Clean Communities Allotment.   Henfey stated that the Census will start soon but the Census takers will not ask for personal information, Social Security numbers, etc.  Henfey gave this information from the League of Municipalities to the reporter from the Cape May County Herald.    Henfey stated that the Skateboard Park will be opening this weekend, with hours 12-7, (weather permitting) and 2:30 –7 on the weekdays.    The Park will be free until Memorial Day Weekend.    Henfey stated that there is an Easter Egg Hunt on Saturday, April 11, an Easter Sunrise Service on Sunday, April 12 at 6:15 at the Lighthouse and another Easter Egg Hunt that day from 12:30 to 2 PM.  Starting on May 1st, the City Boat Ramp will have seasonal passes available at a discount until June 1st.

PUBLIC:
EVERETT MCCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue, stated that the parking meters in Cape May go to zero when a car leaves its space.  Mayor Henfey stated that the last time he was in Cape May he pulled into a space and there was time still left on the meter.  McCorkell noted Memorial will be coming and asked that the boards be put down on the beach at 13th Avenue for the Senior Citizens in that area.

REGULAR MEETING

APRIL 7, 2009

BARRY FELICE, Owner of AA Plus Cab Company, stated he has interacted with the City Clerk’s Office and City Clerk Harkins regarding a taxi license and is of the opinion that the license should have been put out to auction according to court paperwork,  rather than offered to a company which already had a license in the City.     Felice gave information to Mayor and Council regarding taxi licenses in Atlantic City.    Mayor Henfey stated that the City may increase the number of licenses in the City in the future, as some current companies will not travel off shore until all bars close.  

HARRY GALE, 307 E. 25th Avenue, stated the taxpayers need a break and the ambulance fee and parking meter increases are really just increases on the taxpayers of the City.      Mayor Henfey explained that the City has no beach fees so we collect parking meter fees and other user fees to lighten the burden on the taxpayers.     Gale also complained that his cable was out today for 2 hours and the City should charge utility companies more.     Administrator Townsend explained that the Board of Public Utilities controls utility rates and the fees that the City previously collected from utilities are now collected by the State and given to municipalities as state aid.  The State continues to reduce the amount that the City receives.  Gale stated that all corporations are cutting back and the City must consider cutting back also.    Administrator Townsend stated that the City has been cutting for the past three years.  Solicitor Kaufmann stated that user fees help offset the costs of street reconstruction, which benefit all taxpayers.    Gale asked when the budget will be introduced with the answer being possibly at the next Council meeting.
