COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN McCULLION encouraged all to take advantage of the free screenings offered at the Cape May County Healthcare Resource Day.
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MAYOR HENFEY invited all to take part in the Captain Kids weekend on May 16th with a costume parade beginning at 26th and the Boardwalk at 11 AM followed by a 

Treasure Hunt at 17th and the beach.  Henfey also stated that there is a Memorial Day Service at the Veteran’s Monument at 10 AM on May 25th with a ceremony also being held at the Lighthouse at 9:30 that same morning.

PUBLIC:

EVERETT MCCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue, asked if the boards will be down on the beach for Memorial Day weekend.   Public Works Superintendent Wozunk responded that placement of the boards is in progress at this time.   McCorkell expressed concern over water running down the street at 13th and Surf Avenues.  Wozunk stated that the valve packing is weak there and the water department is working on the problem.
JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked for information regarding the bond ordinance that was introduced.  Administrator Townsend explained that it is necessary to move forward on various capital projects.  Koch asked about a $13 million bond ordinance last year.  Townsend explained that the $13 million had been for street improvements.  The current bond ordinance is for various capital projects in the City.  Koch expressed concern over a tax increase and the amount the City pays in interest.  Koch stated that he saw a Texas Hold’em game advertised for the Elks Lodge and asked if that was permitted.  Council President Rosenello explained that under the raffle license granted by the state a casino night is allowed and the game was part of that night, with no money being won in the games, just prizes, and all donations went to Elk’s charities.  Koch stated that he continues to be opposed to increases in Rescue Squad fees for transportation to the hospital, with oxygen, collars and so forth being administered and then being paid for by the patient. 

SENATOR VAN DREW arrived and congratulated Councilman McCullion for having served the public as a councilman for 21 years, through challenging times and good times, and noted that McCullion has been inducted into the Elected Officials Hall of Fame.  Van Drew stated that he is very proud of McCullion and then presented him with a Resolution from the NJ Senate and Assembly acknowledging McCullion’s long years of service. 

HARRY GALE, 307 E. 25th Avenue, encouraged all to attend the Senior Jamboree to be held on Thursday at 10 AM in Avalon, with good food and dancing.  Gale stated that the State provides chits for the purchase of NJ Produce.  Gale asked if the City of Wildwood’s participation in the USDA Grant program has any effect on North Wildwood, with the answer being no.  Gale stated that it is hard to get around town with all the street work being done and asked when the project will be completed.  Mayor Henfey responded that all base paving must be completed by Memorial Day and no reprieves will be granted.
