CAUCUS MEETING

MAY 19, 2009

9:30 A.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor William Henfey, President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Robert McCullion, Edwin Koehler, Joseph Duncan, Robert Maschio, Richard Ogen and Kellyann Tolomeo.    Also present were City Administrator Raymond Townsend, Solicitor James Cafiero and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that Tom Byrne and Joe Meola of the J. Byrne Agency, the City’s Risk Management Consultant, would now give a presentation to Council.

TOM BYRNE stated that each year J. Byrne Agency will give Council an Annual Presentation as its Risk Management Consultant, consisting in an overview of activities of the past year and what will be done in the upcoming year.  Byrne reviewed participation in the City Safety Committee Meetings, coordination with City Clerk’s Office regarding insurance for Special Events, and training sessions with JIF.  MEL was formed in 1985 and JIF in 1987, with North Wildwood joining in 1991.  JIF was formed with the goal of helping municipalities gain stability and better coverage.  Assessment stability has been achieved, with surpluses being distributed back to the municipalities (JIF-$20 million and MEL-$258 million).  North Wildwood is a net-giver, not a net-taker, with a three-year loss ratio of 52%.  The average JIF ratio is 83%.  These figures are a testament to the Safety Committee.  The Safety Committee investigates accidents and procedures and oversees training and employment practices.  The Safety Committee consists of Ray Townsend, Maureen Thall, Carl Delinski, Lew Ostrander, Paul Evangelista, Steve Murray, Bob Caruso, Harry Wozunk, Buddy Tarbotton, Doug Ford and Tony Cavalier.  The loss-time frequency for the City over 100,000 hours last year was 1.7, whereas the overall JIF frequency was 2.72.  The City received a Silver Award at the JIF Safety Breakfast, with awards of $2,600 for safety equipment, $4,000 for an optional safety budget, and $1,450 for better employment practices, all available for the 2009 budget year.  Byrne stated that Ray Townsend is not only the Fund Commissioner but also the JIF Chairman.  Police Chief Matteucci is a member of the Police Ad Hoc Committee, and Doug Ford received special recognition at the Safety Breakfast.  Byrne stated that he and his agency are proud to represent to North Wildwood.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the City needs help to achieve stability with health insurance premiums and hopes that the JIF can look at implementing basic healthcare coverage.  Perhaps if municipalities banded together something can be done.   

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND noted that insurance networks are protective of allowing other groups to come into the market.   Plans and networks differ and a Health Insurance Fund (HIF) could be a possibility.

JOE MEOLA stated that the current insurance companies already have the business and are not anxious to let others in, but stated that JIF is looking seriously into this problem.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the 2 biggest question marks for the City budget each year are Pension Payments and Health Insurance Premiums.  

ADMINISTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that the J. Byrne Agency has instituted regionalized training sessions.  Townsend stated that the 2009 Municipal Budget will not be adopted today because the City has not yet received certification from the State.  The public hearing will be held today but the final vote will be postponed until the next meeting.  Townsend stated that a resolution would be added to the regular meeting agenda for an emergency temporary appropriation for the Police Department.  Townsend stated that another resolution is needed for bid authorization for three Public Works items:  an electric vehicle, beach access walkways and a 636 sweeper.  Townsend stated that NJ DEP has awarded a contract in the beach replenishment project and the contractor has already requested permission to begin storing pipe at a location in Strathmere, so the project may finally begin soon.  Townsend gave copies of the striping plan for West 3rd Avenue to Mayor and Council, stating that after Ralph Petrella’s study this seemed to be the best plan for safety, businesses, and residents in the area.  
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PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO asked if there were any parking spaces for residents at the far west end of the block.

ADMINSTRATOR TOWNSEND stated that no spaces have been taken away from the existing number of parking spaces in the block.

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that there had to be room left to turn around at the end of the street.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO expressed concern that there seems to be no parking spaces in front of residential properties at that end.

On a motion by Duncan, seconded by Koehler, that caucus now be adjourned until regular meeting begins.     Carried.         9:58    AM

AUDITOR LEON COSTELLO stated that there are very few municipalities in the state that are under the cap limits but North Wildwood is about $330,000 under the cap and all who have participated in the budget process have done a commendable job.

The Clerk read Ordinance No.  1562     by its title, as required by Law, known as “Bond Ordinance Providing For Various Capital Improvements Of The City Of North Wildwood, In The County Of Cape May, New Jersey, Appropriating The Aggregate Amount Of $1,942,400 Therefor And Authorizing The Issuance Of $1,845,280 Bonds Or Notes Of The City To Finance Part Of The Cost Thereof.”    

This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No.  1562    and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.   

JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked for an explanation of this ordinance with Rosenello explaining.  Koch stated that he is opposed to the passage of this ordinance, for almost $2 million in bonds, because the City will raise taxes again because it is borrowing too much.  The City should try to do things in other ways, without so many loans.

The President of Council then asked the Deputy Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the Deputy Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Ogen, that Ordinance No.  1562     be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1562     duly adopted.
